Mutual Agreement for Funeral Mass/ Service
( Post Pandemic Re-Opening of Churches )

Dear Fr. Dennis :
By signing this document, | am agreeing to the following Parish Directives:
1. Incense will not be used at this time.

2. Only one picture is allowed to be put in front of the sanctuary during mass. Collage can
be displayed at the foyer or outside of the Church, or in the reception hall if there is a
reception after mass.

3. Eulogies are not allowed at this time. Eulogies and thanking people can be done at the
vigil or at the cemetery after the committal.

4. Flower arrangements are allowed in limited quantity in front of the sanctuary so as not to
obstruct the whole view of the altar.

5. The Cup ( Blood of Christ ) is not given to the communicants at this time.

6. If there are lectors ( Readers ) designated by the family, they should arrived 15 minutes
before the mass to get instructions from the Funeral mass coordinator.

7. If there are music to be played, please coordinate with the musician ahead of time to
determine in what part of the mass it can be played.
