We are pleased to recognize that our long-standing mem-
ber, Barbara Vines Little, was honored at the annual ban-
quet of the National Genealogical Society in Sacramento,
California on May 27th with their Award for Excel-
lence. Her article, “Correct Interpretation of an Eighteenth-
Century Virginia Will Restores the Parents of Allerton
Newton of Westmoreland County, Virginia,” appeared in
the December issue of the National Genealogical Society Quar-
terly. In solving a long standing controversy involving co-
lonial lineage, the award recognizes her excellence in schol-
arship combining knowledge of Virginia records, the law,
and historical context with genealogical research best prac-
tices.
