CALL TO ORDER

10 calls so far which is down from last year’s 29 calls. New squad might be here within two weeks.

Brian from Crack Fillers, contacted the Village regarding crack filling streets. 

NEW BUSINESS
1. Presentation to the Board by Settlers Bank, Windsor, WI
Tara Schneidewind, Settlers Bank originated in DeForest with two individuals starting with commercial business. 
2. Discuss and Possible Action on Fire Department Park and Land
Mark Wickham presented the Fire Departments proposal for the dividing and sale of the land purchased a few years ago along with the current status of the existing park including the deteriorating bathrooms and septic. The Fire Dept. would like to sell three lots and keep one 3 acre lot. The Fire Dept. is requesting the Board remove their first right to purchase the land so they can sell it for residential. Money made would be used to do the park improvements.  The Fire Department doesn’t have a current septic easement. They do not have any dollar figures for the repair work at this time. 
Motion by Jason, second Jim, to rescind the first right of refusal to lots 2, 3, and 4 of the proposed CSM. The Village will maintain first right of (purchase) refusal on Lot 1 (3 acres) and (maintain) obtain first right to (purchase) the entire existing Fireman’s Park. The Fire Department will pay-off the DMB loan with the sale of the first lot. All expenses will be paid by the Fire Department. Motion carried. Tim abstained.
3. Discuss and Take Action on 2018 Park Maintenance Agreement
Motion by Jim, second Josh, to approve the 2018 Park Maintenance Agreement. Motion carried.
4. Discuss and Possible Action on Clothing Policy for Public Works Department
Motion by Tim, second Jim, to annually supply 12 t-shirts, 6 sweatshirts and a $400 allowance to be used for jeans, boots, gloves, and cold weather gear for each Public Works FT Employee. Motion carried. 
Payment will be approved by the Village Board with the monthly expense sheets. The Village will supply a conference style Village shirt for each PW employee.
5. Discuss and Possible Action on Village Zoning Map Review per 13.16
Tabled until the April Board meeting. 
6. Discuss and Possible Action on Poynette Summer Swim Program
Motion by Tim, second Josh, to participate in the Poynette Summer Swim Program. Motion carried.
7. Discuss and Possible Acton on Water Rate Increase (2016 rate of return -0.31%)
8. Discuss and Possible Action on Sewer Rate Increase (2016 rate of return 3.5%)
The Board discussed both water and sewer rates and the audit reports showing the rates of return. The Board will not be making any sewer rate changes at this time.
