Father Sam’s Corner
Fifth Sunday of Easter
Gospel: John 13:31-33a, 34-35

Love for each other: A weapon to win the world.

Jesus is always with us spiritually even when we don’t believe or notice him. But in preparation for his exit
from the world this week’s Gospel presents some details on Jesus’ last instruction to the disciples. As a good
leader, Jesus knew he had finished his work and was going back to his Father soon, so he addressed his
disciples in today’s Gospel thus: “My Children, I will be with you only a little while longer”, therefore love
one another as I love (John 13:33a). Consequently, Christ knew that physical might will not attract people to
the disciples but their integrity and loving relationship with each other and with people. In fact it is this kind
of loving leadership and care that draws Jesus’ followers to him. Thus he commanded them to love one
another as he has loved them (John 13:34). Bear in mind that Peter once thought that Christ’s leadership and
influence was about physical force when he drew his sword against their opponents, but Jesus told him to
withdraw his sword for his leadership and kingdom were not of this world (John 18:36). By implication Jesus
was emphasizing that love is his leadership tool and not physical might. Therefore, when Jesus commanded
the disciples to love themselves and others as he has loved them he was instructing them to lead with love and
to make love the weapon of their evangelization, for he too led and evangelized the world with love. Also,
Jesus knew that if love doesn’t exist within his disciples it will be difficult for them to lead others with love;
for if we don’t love our friends how can we genuinely love our enemies?

Now we may ask what does a loving leadership or relationship mean in the eye of Christ? From the
antecedents of his actions, leadership and relationship with his followers and others I can say that loving
leadership is about influencing others with integrity of life, and being emotionally intelligent and connected to
the followers and others. Integrity here means being an upright person—a man of impeccability. Christ is an
upright leader. Even Pilate agreed that there was no guilt in Jesus (Luke 23:22). Secondly, emotional
intelligence here means the capacity to understand the suffering and feelings of his followers and others. Then
being emotionally connected to the people means the willingness to connect and help people out of their
problem. It was these characteristics of loving leadership and relationship in Jesus that endeared him to his
followers and others. As Bishop Hartmayer said in his 2019 annual appeal prayer, when Jesus saw the
hungry, he knew their problem was food so he fed them. When he saw the sick he understood their main need
was healing so he healed them. As God, Jesus was capable of knowing people’s problem yet still asked them
often what do you want me to do for you? He asked a man crying Jesus Son of David have pity on me, what
do you want me to do for you? The blind man answered let me see again, and he restored his sight (Mark
10:46-52). Jesus asked the blind man this question to teach his disciples that loving leadership means
understanding people’s problem and helping them out. We may not have the capacity to solve the actual need
but we can provide a solution. Peter once told a beggar: "Silver or gold I do not have, but what I do have I
give you. In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, walk" (Acts 3:6). These are some of the loving
relationships that Jesus envisioned in today’s Gospel that will distinguish his followers from other relationship
and leadership styles. The question we should ask is what differentiates my leadership and relationship as a
Christian from others’?

Father Sam’s Corner

Quinto Domingo de Pascua
Evangelio: Juan 13:31-33a, 34-35

Amor mutuo: Un arma para ganar el mundo.

Jesus siempre estd con nosotros espiritualmente, incluso cuando no le creemos o no lo notamos. Pero en
preparacion para su salida del mundo, el Evangelio de esta semana presenta algunos detalles sobre la altima
instruccion de Jesus a los discipulos. Como buen lider, Jesus sabia que habia terminado su trabajo y que
pronto regresaria a su Padre, por lo que se dirigi6 a sus discipulos en el Evangelio de hoy asi: “Hijos Mios,
estaré con ustedes solo un poco mas de tiempo”, por lo tanto, amen a sus hermanos. otro como amo (Juan
13:33a). En consecuencia, Cristo sabia que la fuerza fisica no atraerd a las personas hacia los discipulos, sino
su integridad y la relacion amorosa entre ellos y con las personas. De hecho, es este tipo de liderazgo amoroso
y cuidado lo que atrae a los seguidores de Jesus hacia él. Asi les mand6 que se amen unos a otros como ¢l los
ha amado (Juan 13:34). Tenga en cuenta que Pedro una vez pensé que el liderazgo y la influencia de Cristo se
trataba de la fuerza fisica cuando saco su espada contra sus oponentes, pero Jesus le dijo que sacara la espada
porque su liderazgo y reino no eran de este mundo (Juan 18:36). Por implicacion, Jesus estaba enfatizando que
el amor es su herramienta de liderazgo y no el poder fisico. Por tanto, cuando Jests ordend a sus discipulos
que se amaran a si mismos ya los demas como ¢l los ha amado, les estaba instruyendo a liderar con amor y a
hacer del amor el arma de su evangelizacion, porque ¢l también condujo y evangeliz6 al mundo con amor.
Ademas, Jests sabia que si el amor no existe dentro de sus discipulos, les serd dificil guiar a otros con amor;
porque si no amamos a nuestros amigos, ;como podemos amar genuinamente a nuestros enemigos?

Ahora podemos preguntarnos ;qué significa un liderazgo o una relacion amorosa a los ojos de Cristo? De los
antecedentes de sus acciones, liderazgo y relacion con sus seguidores y otros, puedo decir que el liderazgo
amoroso se trata de influir en los demés con integridad de vida, ser emocionalmente inteligente y estar
conectado con los seguidores y los demas. Integridad aqui significa ser una persona recta, un hombre
impecable. Cristo es un lider recto. Incluso Pilato estuvo de acuerdo en que no habia culpa en Jesus (Lucas
23:22). En segundo lugar, la inteligencia emocional aqui significa la capacidad de comprender el sufrimiento y
los sentimientos de sus seguidores y de los demés. Entonces, estar conectado emocionalmente con las
personas significa la voluntad de conectarse y ayudar a las personas a salir de su problema. Fueron estas
caracteristicas de liderazgo amoroso y relacion en Jesus las que lo ganaron el carifio de sus seguidores y de
otros. Como dijo el obispo Hartmayer en su oracion de apelacion anual de 2019, cuando Jesus vio a los
hambrientos, supo que su problema era la comida, asi que los aliment6. Cuando vio a los enfermos,
comprendio que su principal necesidad era la curacion, por lo que los san6. Como Dios, Jesus era capaz de
conocer el problema de las personas y atn asi les preguntaba a menudo qué quieren que haga por ustedes. Le
pregunt6 a un hombre que lloraba Jestis Hijo de David ten piedad de mi, ;qué quieres que haga por ti?
Respondio el ciego déjame ver, y le devolvid la vista (Marcos 10:46-52). Jesus le hizo esta pregunta al ciego
para ensefiar a sus discipulos que amar el liderazgo significa comprender el problema de las personas y
ayudarlas. Es posible que no tengamos la capacidad para resolver la necesidad real, pero podemos
proporcionar una soluciéon. Pedro le dijo una vez a un mendigo: "No tengo plata ni oro, pero lo que tengo te
doy. En el nombre de Jesucristo de Nazaret, anda" (Hechos 3:6). Estas son algunas de las relaciones amorosas
que Jesus imaginé en el Evangelio de hoy que distinguirdn a sus seguidores de otros estilos de relacion y
liderazgo. La pregunta que debemos hacernos es ;qué diferencia mi liderazgo y relaciéon como cristiano de los
demas?
