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OCTOBER 14, 2015

The Board of Trustees of the Village of Chapin met at 7 PM on October 14, 2015 at the Village Hall.  The meeting was called to order by the Village President Max Brockhouse.  Roll Call was answered by Trustee’s Rex Brockhouse yea, Leslie Forsman yea, Robert Luttrell yea, Mike Newell yea, Bryce Mc Cormick absent, Brian Surratt absent.  Village Attorney Allen Yow was absent due to a scheduling conflict.    Also attending the meeting were Village Treasurer Wendy Bridgewater and Village Clerk Mary Rae Brockhouse.  One guest, Trista Crabtree, was present to discuss a sewer issue.  She was invited to address the board.  She felt that the Village should help pay the plumbing bill for the sewer stoppage.  This issue was discussed, she was thanked for her input.  The issue was already on the agenda for discussion at the meeting and she was invited to stay for that discussion by the Board.

Minutes of Previous Meeting and Monthly Bills

The minutes of the September 9, 2015 meeting were discussed.  Trustee Forsman pointed out a typo.  Trustee Brockhouse moved that the minutes be accepted, seconded by Trustee Forsman.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick absent, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion passed with 4 yeas, 2 absent. 

The minutes of the Executive Session held on September 9, 2015 were reviewed.  Trustee Newell moved to accept the minutes, seconded by Trustee Brockhouse.  Roll Call: Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick absent, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion passed with 4 yeas, 2 absent.  

Bills and Transfers of funds were reviewed and discussed.  President Brockhouse explained that a $99.00 charge had appeared on the credit card bill from Amazon Prime.  He called both the credit card company and Amazon Prime to question why and they found that the bill had mistakenly been applied to Chapin’s bill.  It was removed and Village Treasurer Wendy Bridgewater subtracted this amount from the bill to be paid.  Trustee Forsman moved to accept the Bills and Transfer reports, seconded by Trustee Luttrell.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick absent, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried with 4 yeas, 2 absent.  

Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann entered the meeting at 7:20 PM

Financial Reports and the Utility Aging Reports were discussed.  Treasurer Wendy Bridgewater reported that the water had been shut off at 817 Congress and 813 Superior due to non-payment.  It was determined that both tenants had moved.  The reconnect fee was credited back and both accounts have been finalized.  There is a balance owed on both accounts and there is to be no new water service until all delinquent charges have been paid in full.  Trustee Luttrell moved to accept the reports, seconded by Trustee Forsman.  Roll Call: Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick absent, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion passed with 4 yeas, 2 absent.

Bryan Cannon of Benton and Associates entered the meeting at 7:30 PM.

Committee and Department Reports

 Culture/ Recreation Committee.  No action taken.
Health and Welfare Committee.  No action taken.
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Personnel/General Control Report moved to Executive Session.

Chapin Police Report. No action taken.

Chapin Area Rescue Squad Report and Crisis and Emergency management Reports tabled until Trustee McCormick’s arrival.

Public Works Report was submitted in writing by Richard Albers.  The usual testing of water samples and maintenance for water and sewer plants was done,  Pump stations were checked daily,  Monthly water readings for billing and sending EPA water samples was done as well and the necessary weed eating and mowing.  All fire hydrants has been flushed, all valves exercised and they are starting to paint hydrants.  Fall Cleanup was accomplished and Mr. Albers thanked Trustee Luttrell, who helped with the dumpsters and a water tower issue October 10th.   Trustee Luttrell discussed the water tower problem and was a result of an electrical problem caused by Ameren.  He suggested having a compressor evaluated for damage due the electrical surge.   Trustee Luttrell will make the necessary contacts for this evaluation.  President Brockhouse reported that he met with the landowner of the property near the lagoon.  There is an area that is wet and it is thought to be a pipe leak between the lagoon and the creek.   The landowner is willing for this area to be investigated and fixed, but at no expense to the owner.  Mr. Albers also submitted and additional bill from Vandevanter Engineering.  There is an additional cost of $4618.81 that must be added to the old water pump repair for a total of $7,110.16 plus freight.  This will repair the pump and install an impeller that was discussed at the September meeting.  After discussion, Trustee Brockhouse moved to accept the report and to rebuild the pump and impeller at the additional cost of $4618.81 plus freight, seconded by Trustee Luttrell.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick absent, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried with 4 yeas, 2 absent.  

Chapin Fire Department Report was given by Chief Scott Pahlmann.  He reported that the department held a meeting and training on air packs, participated in a 911 ceremony at Triopia football game, participated in a controlled house burn and all vehicles were checked and driven since September 9th.  They participated in a fire drill at Triopia schools.  After the drills, Pre-K, Kindergarten, First and Second grades visited the fire safety house.  They are planning a Breakfast with Santa during the Holidays.  A smooth bore nozzle from Fire Master was purchased for $436.00.   Four fire calls were answered in the last month.

Old Business

 Water Treatment Plant Construction Project and Pay request from Leander Construction

Bryan Cannon from Benton and Associates, informed the Board, the leak at the water tower building has been repaired.  Leander is willing to subtract the cost of the repair from their bill.  We have received an application and Certification for payment of the construction project.  Trustee Brockhouse moved to pass a Resolution authorizing President Max Brockhouse to sign Loan documents, seconded by Trustee Luttrell.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick absent, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried with 4 yeas, 2 absent.

Trustee Bryce McCormick entered the meeting at 8 PM.
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Trustee Luttrell moved to approve a Change Order, not to exceed $6500.00 from the original bill, to authorize the final payment to Leander and that President Brockhouse can sign for a different amount than shown minus $6500.00.  This was seconded by Trustee McCormick.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.

Motion carried, 5 yeas, 1 absent.

               Approval of Hold Harmless Agreement with Leander Construction.  No action taken

Discuss Disinfection Exemption at the Sewer Treatment Plant and Repairs/Improvements.  No action taken, waiting to hear from grant application.

Discuss History House Repairs.  No action at this time.

Discuss Sewer Issues at 312 Cooper Street.  Bills were submitted for possible payment by Trista Crabtree for digging up the sewer line from her house to the sidewalk.  A second bill from Sani Systems was also submitted.  The sewer block was on the homeowner’s side of the sewer, under the street at the connection.  After a long discussion, Trustee McCormick moved to reimburse one half of the cost of the repairs, not to exceed $585.00 to Ms. Crabtree and $315.00 to Sani Systems, seconded by Trustee Luttrell.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried, 5 yeas, 1 absent.  

Discuss Village Hall Renovations.  Tabled, will seek other options.

Discussion and Possible approval of a “Welcome to Chapin “Sign.  Tabled, will seek a 2nd estimate.

Discuss Water Credit Due to Yoke Leaking at 214 Oak Street.  Trustee Luttrell moved to credit the water in the amount of $63.07 and credit the late charge of $4.67 and sewer late charge of $1.64 to 214 Oak Street, seconded by Trustee Newell.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried, with 5 yeas, 1 absent.

New Business
Trustee McCormick moved to start proceedings to file a lien on 813 Superior due to unpaid water and sewer charges, seconded by Trustee Newell.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried, with 5 yeas, 1 absent.  

At this time, Trustee McCormick reported for the Chapin Area Rescue Squad and gave the Crisis and Emergency management report.  He stated that Chapin will not receive any reimbursement for costs associated with the flood of July 2015, the rescue squad made 10 calls, added 1 new member 1 EMT and 1 paramedic.

  Trustee Luttrell moved to accept Leslie Forsman as a new EMT, seconded by Trustee Brockhouse.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman abstain, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell 
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yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried with 4 yeas, 1 abstain, 1 absent.Trustee Luttrell moved to approve all committee and department reports, seconded by Trustee McCormick.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Surratt absent.

Discuss Trick or Treat dates and times

Trustee Newell moved to allow Trick or Treating on October 30 and 31 between the hours of 6 and 8:30 PM.  

              Discuss Purchase Halloween Treats 

Trustee Luttrell moved to purchase Halloween Treats, not to exceed $120.00 and the cost be split between the Rescue and Police Funds, seconded by Trustee McCormick.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried with 5 yeas, 1 absent.

Discuss Ordinance naming Streets

Trustee McCormick moved to approve the Ordinance naming streets, seconded by Trustee Luttrell. Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea Newell yea Surratt absent.  Motion carried, 5 yeas, 1 absent.

Discuss Ordinance Amending Ordinance No. 2000-4 Imposing a Municipal Utility Tax

Trustee Luttrell moved to amend Ordinance No 2000-4 imposing a municipal Utility Tax, seconded Trustee Forsman.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion passed with 5 yeas, 1 absent.

Discuss Side walk repairs.  Tabled until March 2016

Discussion & Possible Action Regarding property at 714 Superior.

 In the interest of cost recovery, it was decided to offer the property for sale for the costs incurred.  Village Treasurer Wendy Bridgewater will tally the costs.  Clean up will still be necessary before the property is sold. 

Approval of an ad in the 2016 Triopia Yearbook.  

Trustee Luttrell moved to purchase an ad for $40.00 in the Triopia Yearbook.  “The Village of Chapin, 510 Everett Street, Chapin, Illinois”, seconded by Trustee Forsman.  Roll Call: Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea Surratt Absent.  Motion carried, 5 yeas, 1 absent.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Servpro Bid regarding History House contents.

The History House contents situation was again discussed.  It was decided that the historical items needed to be cleaned and stored away from the building.  Servpro submitted the lowest bid.  

Trustee McCormick moved that we accept the Servpro bid of $4680.00 for cleaning and packing the contents of the History House.  The contents will be stored on other village property.  The move was seconded by Trustee Forsman.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, 
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McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried, with 5 yeas, 1 absent.  President Brochouse will contact Servpro.

At 9:18 PM, Trustee Forsman moved to go to Executive Session for the purpose of discussing personnel, seconded by Trustee Newell.  Roll Call Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried with 5 yeas, 1 absent.

At 9:36 PM the Board returned to open session.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Also present were President Brockhouse and Village Clerk Mary Rae Brockhouse.  

At 9:36 PM, Trustee Forsman moved to adjourn, seconded by Trustee Brockhouse.  Roll Call:  Brockhouse yea, Forsman yea, Luttrell yea, McCormick yea, Newell yea, Surratt absent.  Motion carried with 5 yeas and 1 absent.  Meeting adjourned.
