About the PJA

| frequently receive inquires from DZR school heads and DZR black belts about
affiliating with the Pacific Jujitsu Alliance. Most of the information relating to PJA
membership can be found on the PJA website, www.pacificjujitsualliance.com.

The PJA is a black belt organization where applicants are invited to join. An
application and a check does not necessarily guarantee acceptance into the PJA.
An applicant must be recommended by at least two PJA members in good
standing and is then reviewed by our membership committee. The PJA has
never been concerned with being a large DZR organization. To us quality is

more important than quantity. Good moral, ethical and professional conduct is
the desirable quality we look for in any perspective member.

The PJA, like most DZR organizations, is dedicated to preserving, promoting and
perpetuating Danzan Ryu Jujitsu and the Esoteric Principles of DZR. The PJA is
a group of like minded individuals who would rather spend their time on the mat
learning, teaching and promoting DZR than sitting in a board room trying to agree
on how to change the ryu, which was lovingly given to us by Professor Henry S.
Okazaki, and self promoting our egos as the absolute authority on DZR.

Unlike one DZR organization, the PJA does not demand or seek control over its
school heads and black belts. We do not demand our school heads, and
Professors, to sign an organizational contract which requires:

» “Loyalty to the above all other organizations and groups.”
« “All of your students need to be registered registrants
(members).”



» “All of your students need to test with the for their Black Belts.
We expect this of all our School Heads.”

* “Full support and promotion of the and events.”

Over 75% of the PJA membership belongs to two or more DZR organizations.
We encourage our members to join and participate with other professional and
ethical DZR organizations. The PJA believes first loyalty is to one’s sensei and
then to the ryu. If you are a sensei, you also have a loyalty to your students. We
discourage black belt applicants from “jumping ship” from any DZR organization
in order to affiliate with the PJA without good cause or reason.

The PJA follows the DZR tradition of a 5 dan rank system. Senior dan ranks,
and the title of DZR Professor, are based on ones individual merit including
proficiency, understanding and teaching the ryu as well as moral, ethical and
professional integrity. Loyalty to any one organization is not a factor that is
considered for advancement in the PJA.

Only a competent sensei can be a PJA school head. Currently the PJA has
twenty-two active schools. Ten school heads hold the title of DZR Professor; two
are Rokudan, five Godan, two Yodan, two Sandan and one Nidan. Experienced
and competent senior black belt school heads know the ryu well enough to

teach it and to promote their own students. When requested, the PJA will assist
a school head with his or her black belt testing but the bottom line is, the sensei
knows their own students better than anyone else. A PJA school head knows
the general accepted DZR testing curriculum for the different ranks of black belt.
The PJA is there to assist the school head and not to dictate every aspect of their
curriculum and to enforce a very narrow, restrictive and specific “kata”. The PJA
“kata” is broadly defined and is based on the principles and concepts of each of
the arts. There is more than one way to do each of the arts of DZR. We teach
people the ryu and not to just take an exam. Our Shodan exams commonly

run two or more hours.

The PJA is not a money making organization. We have no annual dues, only a
one time $25.00 membership registration fee. We currently offer group
insurance for PJA schools heads, and their students, for $15.00 a year per
person. There is a $20.00 rank certificate fee and a $5.00 fee for PJA gi
patches. We use this money to help cover the cost of materials.

The PJA is a very low maintenance and simple organization. Our time is spent
on the mat helping each other and promoting DZR and living the Esoteric
Principles of DZR to the best of our ability.

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About K.I.T.W.

The K.I.T.W. Combat Knife Course being presented is based on the military knife
fighting arts taught by Professor Henry Okazaki to American troops in Hawaii during
World War Il. Professor Okazaki was often assisted by his black belt student, Professor
Bill Montero, when he taught his hand-to-hand combat classes to American soldiers and
marines. In turn, Professor Bill Montero taught these military knife arts to his students,
Bob Krull and Bob McKean.

In 1992 Bob Krull and Bob McKean began to teaching these western style combat knife
arts to selected Danzan Ryu black belts and law enforcement personnel. Over the
years the course material was expanded to include additional British, German, French,
Spanish, Russian and Israeli military combat knife fighting techniques. In more recent
years, a series of Native American warrior knife techniques were included to the lesson
plan. In 2011 a two hour block of instruction on knife wound trauma management was
added.

K.L.T.W. respects the many different types and styles of knife fighting. K.I.T.W. is not
based on any Asian matrtial arts system. The K.I.T.W. curriculum is taken primary from
Western military combat knife fighting techniques.

K.I.T.W. is a physically and mentally demanding course. This is not a course for
sideline black belts or armchair commandos. All applications are reviewed and
participants are hand selected by a committee of K. [.T.W. Instructors . Those with
felony criminal backgrounds, anger management issues, and those with questionable
honesty and integrity need not apply. We have turned applicants away. Many of our
participants are current and retired law enforcement and military. We prefer to have only
quality participants.

A list of mandatory safety equipment you will need to bring to the course will be
provided to you along with your application, health questioner, background questioner,
and liability waiver. All information is kept confidential and is destroy ed after one
year from the event date. NOTE: If you do not bring the required safety equipment,
you will not be allowed to participate.

As stated above, K.I.T.W. is a physically and mentally demanding course. Safety
comes first in our training. Injuries that have occurred have been very minor. All
training drills and activities are closely supervised by our staff of trained instructors. All
activities come to an immediate halt if unsafe conditions are observed. In the event of
an injury, we have licensed EMT’s, and a well stocked first aid and trauma kit, at the
training site.

K.I.T.W. gives you the opportunity to learn new combat skills and to test your skills in a
safe and controlled environment.

We start our weekend course on Friday night with a 2-3 hour indoor introduction and
lecture. On Saturday we move to our outdoor training facility which is located in the
costal forest just a few minutes outside of Crescent City, California. Saturday is spent
working on basic drills and cutting methods. The day usually ends with several runs
though the “gauntlet”. Sunday starts early with a review of the material covered on
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Saturday, sentry takeouts and Apache drills. The day ends with a friendly paint knife
elimination competition, the presentation of certificates and awards.

Lunch is provided on Saturday and Sunday along with a steak dinner on Saturday.
Meals are provided at the training site.
