Concerning Spiritual Gifts

1Now about the gifts of the Spirit, brothers and sisters, I do not want you to be uninformed. 2You know that when you were pagans, somehow or other you were influenced and led astray to mute idols. 3Therefore I want you to know that no one who is speaking by the Spirit of God says, “Jesus be cursed,” and no one can say, “Jesus is Lord,” except by the Holy Spirit.  4There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit distributes them. 5There are different kinds of service, but the same Lord. 6There are different kinds of working, but in all of them and in everyone it is the same God at work.  7Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. 8To one there is given through the Spirit a message of wisdom, to another a message of knowledge by means of the same Spirit, 9to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by that one Spirit, 10to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues, and to still another the interpretation of tongues. 11All these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he distributes them to each one, just as he determines.

Unity and Diversity in the Body
12Just as a body, though one, has many parts, but all its many parts form one body, so it is with Christ. 13For we were all baptized by one Spirit so as to form one body—whether Jews or Gentiles, slave or free—and we were all given the one Spirit to drink. 14Even so the body is not made up of one part but of many.  14Even so the body is not made up of one part but of many.  15Now if the foot should say, “Because I am not a hand, I do not belong to the body,” it would not for that reason stop being part of the body. 16And if the ear should say, “Because I am not an eye, I do not belong to the body,” it would not for that reason stop being part of the body. 17If the whole body were an eye, where would the sense of hearing be? If the whole body were an ear, where would the sense of smell be? 18But in fact God has placed the parts in the body, every one of them, just as he wanted them to be. 19If they were all one part, where would the body be? 20As it is, there are many parts, but one body.

21The eye cannot say to the hand, “I don’t need you!” And the head cannot say to the feet, “I don’t need you!” 22On the contrary, those parts of the body that seem to be weaker are indispensable, 23and the parts that we think are less honorable we treat with special honor. And the parts that are unpresentable are treated with special modesty, 24while our presentable parts need no special treatment. But God has put the body together, giving greater honor to the parts that lacked it, 25so that there should be no division in the body, but that its parts should have equal concern for each other. 26If one part suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honored, every part rejoices with it.  27Now you are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a part of it. 28And God has placed in the church first of all apostles, second prophets, third teachers, then miracles, then gifts of healing, of helping, of guidance, and of different kinds of tongues. 29Are all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Do all work miracles? 30Do all have gifts of healing? Do all speak in tongues? Do all interpret? 31Now eagerly desire the greater gifts.

Special Note:  There are 3 categories to the 9 Spiritual Gifts.  

1.  The Power Gifts Category

a. Gift of Healing - “Gift of healing” typically refers to the Holy Spirit-empowered ability to bring about physical, emotional, or spiritual restoration. 
b. Gift of Miracles - To begin with, the Greek word dunamis, translated as “miracle,” means “mighty deed.” A miracle is when God intervenes in the normal operation of nature. It is a temporary event that goes against the normally running of the universe. Miracles are supernatural, or beyond the natural. In other words, there is no natural explanation for the...
c. Gift of Faith – The “gift of faith” refers to a supernatural endowment of trust in God that goes beyond the normal capacity for belief.  It is a special empowerment by the Holy Spirit enabling a person to believe persistently that God will act, often in extraordinary ways. Faith Beyond Normal Faith.  It produces manifestation of what the person is believing.
2. Revelational Gifts Category

    a.  Word of Wisdom – Wisdom is Spiritual download from the Holy Spirit into the minds of an individual that conveys valuable advice or insight to a situation.  Wisdom is the skillful application of that understanding from knowledge in daily life. Biblical wisdom is the ability to judge rightly, choose the right path, and act in harmony with God’s commandments. The Word of Wisdom aims to promote physical, emotional, mental health, and spiritual well-being. Wisdom is knowing when to say something. 
b.  Word of Knowledge – Knowledge received from the Holy Spirit regarding specific information or understanding about a situation or person.  

Knowledge involves the accumulation of information, facts, and understanding about the world, about God’s Word, and about the principles by which life operates.  Can manifest in various forms, such as visions, dreams, or direct thoughts.  Knowledge is knowing what to say.
    c.   Discernment - Discernment is a spiritual gift that helps believers understand the true nature of situations, people, or things.  To know good from evil and right from wrong.  Different types of spirits in people.

Special Note:  In the first chapter of Philippians, Paul tells the church at Philippi that his prayer for them is that their love would abound with knowledge and discernment, that they would be pure and blameless as they wait for the day of Christ, and that they would be “filled with the fruit of righteousness that comes through Jesus Christ—to the glory and praise of God” (Philippians 1:9–11). Here we see the concern of a spiritual father for his spiritual children. Paul had established the church at Philippi and had developed a close relationship with them.

The fruit, or result, of righteousness is the outgrowth of righteousness in the heart. A truly righteous person will display certain actions and attitudes that confirm the nature of the heart: honesty, kindness, meekness, goodness, love, etc. The wording of the NLT links the fruit to our salvation and the resulting Christian character: “the fruit of your salvation—the righteous character produced in your life by Jesus Christ.” It’s Paul’s desire that the Philippian believers will show external evidence that they are truly righteous, that they will harvest what the Holy Spirit produces in them, that they will be “filled” with all that Christ’s righteousness yields.

The fruit of righteousness, like all fruit, springs from a seed—in this case, the seed of grace implanted in the heart of all believers at the moment of salvation. Without that seed, fruit would not be possible. Prior to God’s work of regeneration, we are incapable of producing righteous fruit. In Romans 3:10–18, Paul describes the state of unredeemed man—not one of us is righteous (pure, holy, undefiled). Clearly, unrighteous people cannot produce the fruit of righteousness.

The Value of Understanding Spiritual Gifts

Knowing that each Christian has a gift sets that are unique, valuable, and needed in the Body of Christ gives believers purpose in God’s kingdom.

As you demonstrate the love of God through the utilizations of your gifts that He gives you, you will experience fulfillment and great joy. As you mature in your understanding of spiritual gifts and learn to be available to God and your spiritual leader God’s power will begin to channel through you.  As He works through your gifts, you will become more fruitful and you can more effectively avoid spiritual exhaustion.
Special Note:  The gifts are not to be utilized to show off what you know and what you can do?  They are not utilized to manipulate others.  If you do these things, you are operating in a familiar spirit.

In Scripture, “familiar spirits” typically refer to spiritual entities or demonic influences that people consult or attempt to harness for the purpose of divination, omens, or communicating with the dead. The Hebrew term often translated as “familiar spirit” is “ʾôb which can connote a medium, necromancer, or spirit of divination (e.g., 1 Samuel 28:7). These entities are portrayed in the Bible as deceptive and dangerous manifestations of the spiritual realm, counterfeiting divine revelation and truth.

Why Scripture Condemns Consulting Familiar Spirits
1. Violation of Exclusive Devotion to God: Familiar spirits lead individuals away from relying on God’s Word and guidance. As Isaiah 8:19 indicates, consulting them expresses mistrust in God’s sovereignty.

2. Spiritual Deception: These spirits are considered demonic manifestations designed to deceive and lead others astray (see 2 Corinthians 11:14 for the New Testament principle that Satan disguises himself as an angel of light).

3. Corruption and Defilement: Leviticus 19:31 directly mentions that consulting such spirits “defiles” a person, suggesting these practices ensnare people morally and spiritually.

4. God’s Authority Over Life and Death: Biblical accounts consistently affirm that only God holds ultimate authority over life, death, and the afterlife (Revelation 1:18). Attempting to communicate with the deceased undermines that authority.
