Your Civic Association is pleased to announce the continuation of its Scholarship Award
program for the Class of 2021 high school seniors who reside in Lakewood Forest.

The Scholarship Award program originated as a tribute to our area students who were
injured or who died in a tragic nighttime bus crash on December 21, 1999.

The Civic Association’s Scholarship Award program is primarily essay based, rather than
GPA/class rank/academic merit based, or needs based. This is so every Lakewood Forest
graduating senior can qualify and have an equitable shot at competing for a scholarship
award. As the saying goes however, “you’ve got to be in it to win it.”” We encourage all
Class of 2021 students who live in Lakewood Forest to submit an entry.

Each year the individual award amounts and the number of awards granted can vary.
Generally, we have awarded from one to six scholarships in amounts ranging from $250
to $1,000, or more. Scholarship awards are available for those seniors pursuing technical,
associate or undergraduate degrees. The most important factor in our scholarship
selection process is the creative essay. Secondary consideration is given to academic
achievements, achievements earned outside the classroom,

and volunteer/community service. Scholarship entries are scored blindly with students’
identifying information marked out.

Your scholarship application must be received by 6 p.m. on Monday, March 22.
Incomplete or late entries will be discarded.

Please carefully read and submit all of the Scholarship Award application requirements:

1. A personal resume that includes all of the following:
* Your name, address, phone number, and parents’ names

* Your high school, class rank, and GPA (include scale used, please)

IRISH GARDEN FLOWERS: PLANTS K # 7; ‘w4,
TO GROW FOR ST. PATRICK'S DAY et

St. Patrick’s Day is right at the start of spring, when every gardener is more than ready
to start seeing green in their beds. To celebrate the holiday, go green with your flowers
and plants.

Using green cut flowers in arrangements or even growing your own lucky plants in the
garden, there are plenty of options. Green is the color of the holiday and the color of the
season. In mid-March, depending on where you live, you may be just starting to see
some green. Celebrate the new growth and the color of Ireland, and the holiday, with
green St. Patrick’s Day flowers. Flowers that come in green are not that common. The
bright colors of flowers, distinct from stems and petals, attract pollinators. Green flowers
blend in with foliage. However, there are some that are naturally green and some that
have been cultivated for the hue: Jack-in-the-pulpit; cymbidium orchids; green roses —
jade, emerald, and cezanne; hydrangea; green chrysanthemums — Kermit, Yoko Ono,
and shamrock; lime green flowering tobacco green envy; echinacea; lime sorbet
columbine; bells of Ireland and Irish garden.

For flowers for an Irish theme, don’t simply rely on green flowers. There are plants

and blooms in other hues that represent the country and St. Patrick’s Day. Perhaps, the
most obvious choice is the shamrock. Legend has it that St. Patrick himself used this
humble three-lobed leaf to explain the Holy Trinity to the people of Ireland. Whether or
not it’s true, a potted shamrock is a simple and perfect table decoration for the holiday,

especially if it’s flowering.
