Rainbows consist of light waves of differing wavelengths reflect-
ing and refracting off water droplets in the air, then dispersing at 
slightly different angles.  Without the rain droplets, there would 
be not rainbow.  The same rain that flooded the earth formed the 
rainbow that symbolized the promise that no such flood would 
ever occur again.  The sun, which had been blotted out during the 
forty days of devastating rain, now shone brightly on the droplets 
of rain to produce the benign bow.  
 
 
The covenant that God made with Noah and his family is unlike 
any other covenant or agreement ever made.  In other cases, one 
party can break the contract and it will become null and void.  
Not so with God’s covenant.  It survived the tower at Babel to be 
renewed with Abraham.  It continued despite the Israelites’ grum-
bling and disobedience and was renewed with Moses.  God re-
newed it with David and his descendants and fulfilled it in Jesus.  
Through all these generations, faithful or not, the covenant has 
kept God’s people tethered to God. 
 
 
Immediately after the Spirit descends upon Jesus when He is bap-
tized this same Spirit drives Him into the desert to be tempted by 
Satan.  Jesus withstands temptation, strengthening Him for His 
ministry, which He begins by proclaiming, “This is the time of 
fulfillment.  The kingdom of God is at hand.  Repent, and believe 
in the gospel” (Mark 1:15).  We may have heard the same words 
just a few days ago when we were signed with the ashes that were 
traced on our foreheads in the shape of that cross that Jesus ac-
cepted and asks us all to do as well.  May we be strengthened 
over these forty days so that we might carry our crosses.

FOLLOW JESUS 
 

Jesus asks the eager inquirer in today’s Gospel 
to do two things to inherit eternal life.  One is 
already habit, but the other requires a complete 
transformation.  On is straightforward, but the 
other seems impossible.  The first requires keep-
ing the commandments.  He eagerly tells Jesus 
that he has done this since he was a kid.  The 
second requires him to “Go, sell what you have, 
and give to the poor...then come follow 

Me” (Mark 10:21).  This leads him to go the other way, back 
home again.  He is not willing to leave his lifestyle behind or 
pay the price Jesus requires.  He preferred what he already 
had to what he could have had.  Any change requires letting 
go of something.  A transformation demands a radical aban-
donment of part of the past.  To follow Jesus is the greatest 
treasure of all but it is easier to choose the treasures we al-
ready have. 
 
Before asking him to make this radical transformation, Mark 
tells us that “Jesus, looking at him, loved him and 
said…” (10:21).  The 
phrase loved him con-
sists of only two words 
in this rather lengthy 
Gospel passage, but 
Mark thought these two 
words significant 
enough to include them.  
It is not a stretch to in-
clude them in what Je-
sus asks of us.  We 
know the commandments and have tried to keep them for a 
long time.  So before asking any of us to render the cost of 
following Him, Jesus assures us that He loves us. 
 
Even the disciples, who had indeed left their families, homes, 
and possessions behind to follow the Lord couldn't fathom 
that anyone could possibly inherit eternal life.  Jesus 
acknowledges that is it impossible for any of us to do it on 
our own.  But it is not a matter of doing but in being:  being a 
disciple.  With God all things are possible.  God is the doer.  
God offers to do it for us as well.  We are called to be open to 
it, to be disciples.  We pray that God’s living word penetrate 
our hearts, opening them up to a transformation, readying us 
for God’s saving grace.

MOMENTS     If Heaven were like Harvard 

 

There’s no getting around it: life on earth can seem easier if you’re rich. 
Most of the bodily and material needs a person could have are fulfilled if 
you’ve got a little bit of money behind you.  So why doesn’t this same 
theory apply to entering the kingdom of Heaven?  Why isn’t Heaven like 
an Ivy League school, where a connection and a hasty tuition check 
might open a lot of doors?  
 

When you think about it, the virtues required to enter Heaven — things 
like charity and justice and courage — should be even closer within the 
grasp of those who never had to worry about where their food is coming 
from.  In theory, your capacity for good works should only increase with 
the resources at your disposal. 
 

The same is true for stewardship potential.  Let’s say I’ve got a lot of 
talent.  Maybe I’ve got a lot of free time.  On paper, it should be easier for 
me to give freely of these gifts, because I have the luxury that eluded the 
widow and her two coins:  I can see my ample gift being put into action, 
when so many can only offer what they have and remind themselves that 
God sees it and appreciates it. 
 

But here we get into the mess of humanity: if we have a lot of something, 
it means we have a lot of something we could use any way we want.  
And then we hear the whisper of the serpent:  Think of what this (money, 
time, talent) could do for you. 
 

May we pray for God to give us the heart of the widow, no matter our
