It was only after the armistice that the fate of Frank Luke was learned. A
graves rep,istration officer discovered in the village of Murvaux the grave of an
American flyer - early twen t Les , blond hair, heavy build, medium he Igjrt , The
vil18f>ers reported that he had been ahot down on September 29th after destroying
three halloons and two Fokkerso His plane hopele~sly crippled from cQunterfire,
he maneuvered it over a German trench and opened fire with his machine gun, kill-
lnr, eleven soldiers end wounding many others. After crash-landing, he fought on.
With German riflemen closing in, he pulled out his pistol and held them off until
he d led of his wounds.

Among other winners of tho Neda L of Honor was Lt. Col. William S. n\-li1dBilln
Donovan for action at Le ndr-es e-c t e-S't s e-Ge or-rtes , France. He first came onto the
military scene as a U.S. cavalryman down on the jtex tcen border in 1916. The
