Old Business:  

· Community Room Air Conditioner – The air conditioner seems to be working now.
· 2022/2023/2024 Audit – The audit is just finishing up.  The exit meeting will be on September 22nd.  
Call Report – Year to date, we have responded to 192 calls.  
New Business:  
· Resolution 25-261 – Commissioner Pidduck made a motion to approve Resolution 25-261, to pay bills in between meetings (to go along with SOG 109).  Commissioner Anderson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
· Resolution 25-262 – Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve Resolution 25-262 to increase our accounts payable bank account amount.  Commissioner Pidduck seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 

· SOG 108 – Credit Card Policy – Per auditor recommendation, added language about using credit card points.  Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the update.  Commissioner Pidduck seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
· SOG 220 – Inventory Control – Per auditor recommendation, revised inventory asset tracking minimum amount to $1,000.00.  Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the update.  Commissioner Pidduck seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
· SOG 223 – Awards Banquet – Policy to go along with Resolution 114 to allow an awards banquet with awards.  Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the new SOG.  Commissioner Pidduck seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
· Community Room Use – Big Lake resident Tammie Grobschmidt submitted a request to use the community room to have a public meeting regarding the water quality of Big Lake.  This would be a community wide meeting, with all Big Lake residents being invited.  All commissioners agreed to the community room use for no fee.

Chief’s Report: 
· The Skagit County Sheriff’s Department would like to use the community room on October 25th.  Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Pidduck seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
· Fisher Construction Group is using the room this Friday as part of the trade for the tables.
· The 9/11 parade is Thursday.
· The 911 center came out to Big Lake and went through our radios.  Less than half of our radios are P25 programmable.  It will cost $204,000 to replace the radios that are not upgradeable. 
· The Association is thinking about purchasing radios for the new engine.  They are also thinking about ordering new air packs for the new engine.
· DEM is hosting an open house on Monday, September 15th from 6pm to 8pm at Big Lake to discuss hazard mediation.  They will be doing the advertising.  Lake Cavanaugh Fire and Lake McMurray Fire will also be invited.  BC Klinefelter is taking care of all the necessary paperwork.
· Firefighter Zimmerman fixed the roof at Station 2 and also had the heater replaced.
· Chief Berg has six people that would like to attend the next fire academy.
· The double check is bad out at the road.  Lieutenant D. Berg will get it fixed once the parts come in.
· There is a new group in Skagit County called “Constitutional Warriors” and one came to training the other night.  He was concerned about our retention pond, the mechanics trailer and that someone without a handicap placard was parked in the handicap spot.  Chief Berg followed up with him.
