I agree to use the Girl Scout Laws as a guideline for my behavior during the trip. I understand that I will be given 3 warnings by a leader or adult in charge, after the 3 warnings it is up to the leader/adult to determine if my parents will be called to come pick me up.

Note to parents:  All girls are expected to follow the Girl Scout Law to the best of their ability. Girls who do no comply may not be able to continue at the camp.  If this occurs you will be called and expected to come and pick them up immediately.
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
