TEAMS:
A team will consist of four (4) members representing the same club (Rule 2.11), a law enforcement agency (Rule 2.14), and regular service, National Guard or Reserve Unit (Rule 2.13). Mixed teams may fire for open awards only and scores will NOT be used for National ranking or awards.

NRA MEMBERSHIP NUMBER: All competitors must put their NRA Member ID number (if you have one) on their entry cards.

Competitors of lower class will not be combined with High Masters, If the are less than 5 High Masters they will compete for Open Awards only.
Any team or individual winning an Open Award will not be entitled to a class award in the same match The NRA will provide   the award for Winning Team only.   20 award points (5 per team member)

SECTIONAL INDIVIDUAL FIRED MATCHES: Matches 1, 2, 3 and 4 will have awards provided by sponsors. Where competitors number 15 or more 2nd place award will be given and with 30 or more 3rd place award given: 1st Place Open = 8 points, 2nd Open = 4 points, 3rd Open = 3 points. Where 5 or more are in class or category for 1st, 8 or more for 2nd, 13 or more for 3rd: 1st Place 5 points, 2nd = 4 points, 3rd = 3 points.
