Dispute Over Who Jesus Is

21 Once more Jesus said to them, “I am going away, and you will look for me, and you will die in your sin. Where I go, you cannot come.”  22 This made the Jews ask, “Will he kill himself? Is that why he says, ‘Where I go, you cannot come’?”  23 But he continued, “You are from below; I am from above. You are of this world; I am not of this world. 24 I told you that you would die in your sins; if you do not believe that I am he, you will indeed die in your sins.”  25 “Who are you?” they asked.  “Just what I have been telling you from the beginning,” Jesus replied. 26 “I have much to say in judgment of you. But he who sent me is trustworthy, and what I have heard from him I tell the world.”

27 They did not understand that he was telling them about his Father. 28 So Jesus said, “When you have lifted up a the Son of Man, then you will know that I am he and that I do nothing on my own but speak just what the Father has taught me. 29 The one who sent me is with me; he has not left me alone, for I always do what pleases him.” 30 Even as he spoke, many believed in him.

31 To the Jews who had believed him, Jesus said, “If you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples. 32 Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”  33 They answered him, “We are Abraham’s descendants and have never been slaves of anyone. How can you say that we shall be set free?”  34 Jesus replied, “Very truly I tell you, everyone who sins is a slave to sin. 35 Now a slave has no permanent place in the family, but a son belongs to it forever. 36 So if the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed. 37 I know that you are Abraham’s descendants. Yet you are looking for a way to kill me, because you have no room for my word. 38 I am telling you what I have seen in the Father’s presence, and you are doing what you have heard from your father.b”

39 “Abraham is our father,” they answered.  “If you were Abraham’s children,” said Jesus, “then you would[c] do what Abraham did. 40 As it is, you are looking for a way to kill me, a man who has told you the truth that I heard from God. Abraham did not do such things. 41 You are doing the works of your own father.”  “We are not illegitimate children,” they protested. “The only Father we have is God himself.”

42 Jesus said to them, “If God were your Father, you would love me, for I have come here from God. I have not come on my own; God sent me. 43 Why is my language not clear to you? Because you are unable to hear what I say. 44 You belong to your father, the devil, and you want to carry out your father’s desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the truth, for there is no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the father of lies. 45 Yet because I tell the truth, you do not believe me! 46 Can any of you prove me guilty of sin? If I am telling the truth, why don’t you believe me? 47 Whoever belongs to God hears what God says. The reason you do not hear is that you do not belong to God.”

Special Note 1:  Deception is when a person gives false information to or intentionally misleads someone about some key aspect of their life. 

Special Note 2:  There Are 3 Elements In Spiritual Deception.

1. The fundamental distrust of God and His Leadership, His Authority, and His Word.
2. Rebellion – James 4:17 - Therefore to him who knows to do good and does not do it, to him it is sin.

3. Rejection of God’s Love – For example:  All cults are loveless.  They are harsh, dominating, mean-spirited, and critical of everyone except their own.             

Special Note:  Romans 13:10 (KJV) – Love worketh no ill to his neighbour therefore love is the fulfillling of the law.

Roman 13:10 (NIV) – Love does no harm to a neighbor.  Therefore love is the fulfillment of the law.

1 John 4:8 (KJV) – “He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love.”  
1 John 4:8 (NIV) – “Whoever does not love does not know God, for God is love.”

1. Religious Deception  - In Corinthian 2:16, Paul teaches, “Therefore let no one judge: you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or a new moon or sabbaths.  For examples:  fasting without godliness, forbidding people to marry, and declaring people holy for keeping manmade rule of righteousness.
2. Doctrinal Deception – Occurs when people leave the simple meaning o the Word of God.  For example:  those who say that there is no need of water baptism because the thief on the cross wasn’t baptized.

3. Ethical Deception – This is when Christians profess the lordship of Jesus   Christ, but practice cheating and lieing in their business dealings or daily living.

4.  Moral Deception – Secular humanism is the cornerstone of moral deception.  Jesus is not the cornerstone.  For example:  If it feels good to you, do it.
5. Intellectual Deception is when an individual believes that his opinion formed by his intellect are equal or superior to the teachings of the Word of God.
6. Fanatical Deception – Delusion, denial, deception in thoughts and deeds which creates false beliefs contrary to the Word of God.  Delusion, Denial, Deception are three words that speak of going down similar paths of false beliefs.  For example:  John 16:2, “They shall put you out of the synagogues: yea the time cometh, that whosoever killeth you will think that he doeth God service.  For example:  Religion
7. Mystical Deception – Experiencing dreams, visions, voices, angels or a bright light does not all mean you have had a visitation from an angel or Jesus.               In 2 Corinthians 11:13-14 (KJV) 13 “For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.” 14 “And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. For example:  The devil has power.
8. Sexual Deception – The belief of philosophy that rejects the God ordained monogamous sexual relationship between husband and wife as the only acceptable sexual relationship.
