Brenda said that in the mail is a Norman County check for the Fall Trail Maintenance for $3,325.30 which will make them caught up for the trail maintenance for the year. We are looking for a bill from the Dolly Parton Imagination Library for $500.00 which was due in October but as of today there was no bill in the mail.  December the MN Secretary of State Registration is due and Trailer Tabs are due.
Brenda Sowl made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report and Bob Visser seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.
	
Old Business:
Bridge Inspections and Repairs: Glen said that he has talked to Keith and Gary, the engineer who actually does the inspections, and they have not been doing the inspections but now are aware that they should be doing them so we have done our part and hopefully they will start doing the inspections.

Clothing: Brenda Teal said that Nancy is supposed to be done with them in November sometime.  She also talked to Whitney and they are still working on them.  Brenda Teal made a motion that the club should pay for the shirts when they are ready and members will pay the club and Bob Visser seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.  Brenda Teal was going to let Whitney and Nancy know and get ahold of Brenda Sowl or Carolyn with the total when the clothing is ready.

ATVMN Ride & Rally, September 18-20, 2026:  Brenda Sowl said that we had received an email asking our ATV Club to help participate in next year’s fall ATVMN Ride & Rally being held September 18-20, 2026 in Park Rapids, MN and that there was a meeting scheduled.  Glen said that Ed had also contacted him on this matter.  Glen told Ed that our club was not interested in participating.  Chris Heck mentioned that the Bemidji Northwood Riders would also not be participating. Brenda said that in one of the emails from ATVMN that we get every month they mentioned the Ride and Rally and our club was NOT listed as a club hosting the event.

Purchase of a Pull-Behind Mower: Glen said that he did purchase a Pull-Behind Mower on 09/29/25 for $1,950.00 plus taxes of $153.56 for a total of $2,103.56.  Jim Teal went to New Ulm and picked it up on 10/06/25. Glen sent Brenda Sowl the invoice via text. Brenda did send in a LG555 Government Approval for Use of Gambling Funds which was approved by Allen Larsen on 10/11/25.  The request had to be under $2,000.00 if we just wanted the MN DNR to approve it so she did just the cost of the mower for $1,950.00. According to the gambling fund rules all expenditures require membership approval before the check is written or the electronic transaction is made. Brenda Teal made a motion to use the Savings account (Raffle Account) to pay Glen Visser for the Pull-Behind Mower that was purchased in the amount of $1,950.00 and Charles Portz seconded. A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.  Brenda Sowl also said that the gambling rules state that the organization’s treasurer may not sign checks from the gambling account and that two active organization members must sign all checks from the gambling account.  Charles Portz and Brenda Sowl said that they would sign the check and Brenda said that she would do the electronic transfer to the checking account. The taxes of $153.56 will come out of the general checking account. Charles Portz made a motion to pay Glen Visser for the balance due of the taxes out of out general checking account for $153.56 and Bob Visser seconded. A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried. Jim Teal travelled to get the mower on 10/06/25 and sent Brenda Sowl the information. After some discussion, Gordon Sowl made a motion to pay Jim Teal $400.00 for travel from Ada, MN to New Ulm, MN and back to pick up Pull-Behind Mower and Charles Portz seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.

New Business:
Twin Valley Community Booster Club:  Mudslingers received a Twin Valley Community Booster Club Donation Letter in the mail asking for a donation to the 7th Annual Fish House Festival taking place on November 22nd, 2025 in Twin Valley.  It was decided to pass on this donation.

Twin Valley Community Booster Club: Mudslingers received a letter in the mail about the Twin Valley Community Booster Club holding the annual Holiday Booster Bucks Drawing, Lighting contest, and Parade of trees and asking for our support to help make these three projects possible.  It was decided to pass on this.

MN DNR GIA Form 1 Trail Maintenance Application:  Brenda said the MN DNR GIA Form 1 Trail Maintenance Application is due November 30, 2025.  We need to figure out what we want to do with the bridges. Brenda said that she has been doing a lot of research on the bridge project and the GIA program and is confused on how the project should be submitted.
GIA Form 1 Trail Maintenance Application: Covers general Bridge Repairs and is paid at 90%
GIA Form 3-Capital Improvement Application: Is for Larger projects that are far above and beyond normal maintenance. Capital projects may take multiple years to complete but should be “one off” projects and should be used to enhance the trail. Some capital projects may require review through the 7-step process or require permits prior to construction. Examples of capital improvement projects include: bridge/boardwalk replacement
I think we would be reimbursed at 100% but might have to do a lot more paperwork and get more bids
We are replacing Deck Boards
Check with Steve to see if he would be interested in doing this project
Brenda said that she will continue to work with Allen and Diane with the MN DNR on what form should be used and get this taken care of by the end of November
