One letter must be from a high school teacher who is aware of the quality of your work. The other letter should
be from someone who knows you personally, such as a neighbor, employer or clergy person who can address
issues of good character and good citizenship. Applications must be received by April 14, 2025. Return the
application, personal statement and letters of recommendation to: Scholarship Committee, Kiwanis Club of
Green Bay-Downtown, P.O. Box 22534, Green Bay, WI 54305-2534.
