Too Many Bosses

The following is a transcript of my 
speech on the occasion of receiving the 
MSMS Community Service Award, as 
delivered at the SCMS Annual Meeting on 
May 19, 2015.

There are two reasons I am happy to 
receive this award.

First, I’m happy to be added to the list 
of past recipients, some of the 20 most 
admired Saginaw physicians, including 
Drs. Dan Wechter, Stu Rupke, Malcolm 
Field, Tony Egleston, Caroline Scott, Bob 
Vitu, Hugh Sulfridge, Waheed and Raana 
Akbar, Larry Whiting, Eddie Balcueva, Jim 
Hines, and others. We honor them now, but 
they have honored us more by fulfilling 
the ancient Hippocratic tradition: Always 
putting their patients first. And they did 
Hippocrates one better by declaring that 
everyone is their patient. All of Saginaw, 
not just the ones in their clinic, hospital 
bed, or operating table. That, folks, is Com-
munity Service. 

Second, getting this award gives me the 
opportunity to say a few words about vol-
unteerism. For those of you who have read 
our Bulletin over the last three decades, or 
the local newspapers, or the Detroit News, 
or the AMA news, or assorted other pub-
lications, you will not be surprised that I 

have a strong opinion on this, and that I am 
fully capable of sharing my opinion with 
others. So, brace yourself. Here it comes.

I believe that volunteerism is essential 
to our role as physicians. In this day and 
age, the need of a suffering humanity has 
never been greater. But, more than that, 
our current patients need to see us volun-
teering. Why? Because they are distressed 
and confused over the societal conflicts 
that Medicine is embroiled in. They are 
aware that we have heated arguments with 
very powerful organizations about how to 
take care of patients. Insurance companies, 
government and hospitals are stepping up 
their efforts to control Medicine, to insert 
their goals between us and the patient. As 
one frustrated Saginaw physician told his 
patient: “I have too many bosses.” 

Put yourself in the place of that patient. 
When we give advice, or a prescription, or 
recommend surgery, that poor patient never 
really knows if that treatment decision is 
coming from us or from one of our bosses. 
Patients today bluntly question whether we 
still focus on their best interests. This is a 
seismic shift. And when patients are skepti-
cal of our motives, they tend to engage in 
some very unhealthy behaviors. They put 
off examinations, decline needed surgery, 
don’t fill or don’t take their medicine. 
Sound familiar?

I submit that we need to reassure our pa-
tients, and ourselves, that our motives have 
not changed. But we cannot effectively do 
that in our offices, where money is chang-
ing hands. We must do it where our altruism 
is in full view, where we volunteer for no 
pay, where we can experience the pure joy 
of serving others. 

Those bosses cannot touch us…and we 
prove it when we volunteer.

Contrast the actions of our 20 award-
winning physicians with those groups that 
are so eager to tell us how to practice Medi-
cine. When is the last time you’ve seen a 
politician, an insurance agent or a hospital 
executive preparing food for the hungry? 
When have you seen them using their skills

in other countries, fighting for the health 
and welfare of a suffering global humanity? 

I firmly believe that everyone in this 
room is in Medicine for altruistic reasons; 
that everyone in this room volunteers in our 

community. And so I am happy to accept 
this award for myself, and for my service to 
our community, but I salute everyone else in 
this room that has given so selflessly over 
the years. I wish for all of you to get one 
of these.	 n

committee designated the Peer Review Ethics Committee, charged with duties and powers 
concerning the maintenance of standards of conduct and discipline of members including 
the duties and powers specifically set forth in this chapter.  Whenever any matter of alleged 
misconduct is referred to the Peer Review Ethics Committee, such Committee shall have 
the right to conduct investigations and hearings thereon, both informal and formal, and to 
make findings of fact and recommendations for discipline.

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CMU M-3 College of Medicine Students 
Now in Saginaw

The inaugural class of 64 Central 
Michigan University College of Medicine 
students began third-year studies on July 
6.  Half of the class opened with 24-week 
community clerkships in primary care at 
one of 12 sites around the state.  The other 
half started hospital-based clinical rotations 
at affiliated hospitals, including Covenant 
HealthCare, St. Mary’s of Michigan in 
Saginaw and St. John Providence in Detroit.

Many of the third-year students acted as 
tour guides and demonstrators of state-of-
the-art technology when the CMU College 
of Medicine held a grand opening of its new 
educational facility in Saginaw on June 17.  
About 200 regional physicians, elected 
officials and Great Lakes Bay Region com-
munity leaders attended the event.

The 46,000-square-foot facility on the 
campus of Covenant HealthCare was com-
pleted in May, and a 10,000-square-foot 
simulation suite is on the first floor.  The 
building also has four advanced training 
classrooms and a large library.  It serves as 
an important hub for our medical student 
and residency programs, and it is a training 
center for regional healthcare professionals.

Community Training Center Status for 
Courses

The CMU College of Medicine and Cov-
enant Healthcare recently were awarded 
Community Training Center status by the 
American Heart Association courses for 
Pediatric Advanced Life Support.  The 
CMU Simulation Center (also referred to 
as SYNAPSE) has been conducting the 
PALS course for the mid-Michigan region 
since 2010, however, course oversight was 
provided by Health Education Strategies in 
Monroe.  This new accreditation will allow 
CMU further autonomy and enhance the 
status of its PALS program. 

CMU College of Medicine students and 
residents, as well as, medical staff from 
Covenant and St. Mary’s of Michigan 
will fill the bulk of the American Heart 
Association courses, said Education Co-
ordinator Cheryl Such.  “Before, we were 
under multiple training centers,” Such said.  
“This brings everything under one center 
and makes it easier for administration and 
makes it more cost effective.”

The CMU College of Medicine offers 
a comprehensive array of life support 
training including PALS, advanced car-
diovascular life support, basic life support, 
advanced trauma life support and funda-
mentals of critical care support.  All courses 
are hosted at the new educational building 
and simulation center, located at 1632 
Stone Street in Saginaw.

White Coat Ceremony
The latest class of 104 medical students 

was welcomed to CMU with a white-coat 
ceremony on August 7.  The third class 
brings the total medical student population 
at CMU to 272, and 85 percent are from 
Michigan.  Dr. George Kikano, addressing 
his first incoming class since taking the role 
of Dean in April, spoke about the ongoing 
need for physicians in rural and urban 
areas, noting a recent national study that 
shows an expected shortage of 46,000 to 
90,000 doctors in the next 10 years.  “We 
need them everywhere,” Kikano said.  “We 
need them in Saginaw.  We need them in 
Mount Pleasant.  We need them across 
Michigan.  We need them nationally.”

This class was drawn from 4,603 ap-
plicants.  Fifteen percent of the new class 
is considered underrepresented minorities, 
well above the national average of 10.5 
percent for medical schools.	 n

OLD BUSINESS
1.	CMU Health – Dr. Vance gave a brief

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PROGRAM HELPS IMPAIRED  
HEALTH CARE PROFESSIONALS

Health care professionals are not im-
mune to substance abuse or mental health 
disorders. Many otherwise highly qualified 
professionals may develop these problems 
due to stress, long hours, a genetic predis-
position, or a tendency to self-medicate.

To assist health care professionals im-
paired by these disorders, consider the care 
monitoring services of the Health Profes-
sional Recovery Program (HPRP).

The Michigan HPRP was established 
by legislation in 1993 to assist impaired 
professionals before their actions harm a 
patient or damage their careers through 
disciplinary action. Any licensed or regis-
tered health care professional in the State 
of Michigan is eligible to participate in the 
program.

To maintain participant confidentiality, 
the HPRP is operated by a private-sector 
contractor under the authority of the Health 
Professional Recovery Committee (HPRC), 
a committee comprised of a representative 
from each of the health professional licens-
ing boards. The Michigan Department of 
Community Health, Bureau of Health Pro-
fessions provides administrative services 
to the HPRP.

Participation in the HPRP is confiden-
tial. If a licensee/registrant is referred to 
the program, has a qualifying diagnosis and 
complies with the HPRP requirements, his/
her name will not be disclosed to state regu-
latory authorities or the public. Provided 
there is no readmission, records of HPRP 
participants are destroyed five years after 
successful completion.

Referrals to the HPRP may come in 
the form of a self-referral from a licensee/
registrant or from colleagues, partners, 
employers, patients, family members or 
the State. Any of the 20 health professional 
licensing boards may also refer licensees/
registrants to the HPRP for monitoring as 
a condition to regain or retain their license 
to practice. The names of individuals re-
porting a licensee/registrant suspected of 
impairment are also kept confidential.

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v Join CDC Webinar on Draft Opioid 
Prescribing Guidelines for Chronic Pain

The Centers for Disease Control (CDC) 
invites physicians, other health care 
providers, patients, and organization rep-
resentatives to provide input on Draft CDC 
Opioid Prescribing Guidelines for Chronic 
Pain during a webinar presentation and 
discussion scheduled for Wednesday, 
September 16, 2015, at 2:30-4 PM EDT.  
The recommendations are intended for the 
prescribing of opioid pain relievers for 
patients 18 and older with chronic pain, 
in primary care settings and outside end-
of-life care.

During the webinar, CDC experts will 
walk through the guideline development 
process and the 12 top-line prescribing 
recommendations.  CDC will pause for 
webinar participants to provide comments 
for each recommendation.  Participants 
can submit comments 1) orally over the 
phone, 2) in writing in real-time via the 
webinar portal, or 3) via email immedi-
ately after the webinar and up through 5 
PM EDT on September 17, 2015.  The 
email address will be provided at the time 
of the webinar.

CDC will summarize public comments 
and provide responses to comments in 
a document that will be posted on the 
NCIPC Peer Review Agenda website in 
October 2015.  The written summary will 
be anonymous and will not include names 
of individuals or organizations submitting 
comments.

There is no charge for the webinar, 
but given the limited lines available via 
the webinar platform, participants must 
register in advance.  Select the link to 
the CDC Opioid Prescribing Guidelines 
Public Webinar, and click “register.”  Once 
registered, you will receive an email con-
taining a link to the webinar for use on the

The CDC needs your input in order to 
improve the content, clarity, and utility of 
the draft recommendations.

v This is the Year of Big Change in the 
Credit Card Processing World...

It’s bigger than the introduction of the 
magnetic stripe on cards way back in the 
late 1970s and early 80s...  Bigger even 
than Y2K and the need to upgrade termi-
nals because cards were issued with year 
2000 expiration dates.

What’s so big this year is that in Oc-
tober, there will be a dramatic shift in the 
way fraudulent or counterfeit transactions 
are handled.  The shift could bite your 
practice if you’re not prepared.

Today, if your practice accepts a 
counterfeit card and do everything else 
correctly, you don’t hold any liability for 
that chargeback.  The bank that issued the 
card is responsible for the loss.  

After October 1, the loss may be your 
responsibility.

The reason for this change, known 
as the “liability shift,” is that the card 
networks (Visa, MasterCard, Discover 
and American Express) all have changed 
their rules to allow for the liability on a 
counterfeit card, and in some cases a stolen 
card, to fall to the physician.  The liability 
shift is coming about because of the use 
of the new EMV or “chip cards” or “smart 
cards.”  These are cards that have an em-
bedded chip.  Banks and credit unions are 
issuing the chip cards to consumers now, 
in preparation for the liability shift later 
this year.

If you have not already upgraded 
your credit card terminal to accept 
chip cards, you need to seriously con-
sider the impact that not upgrading will 
have on your business after October 1.  
While there is no requirement that you 
upgrade your terminal, failure to do so 

Continued on page 44
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could expose you to chargebacks you 
don’t currently see in your business.

Because there are two parts to this 
relationship between the issuing bank 
and your practice, there are several differ-
ent scenarios that could play out at after 
October 1:
1.	You chose not to upgrade your terminal 

and a patient with a non-chip card pays 
for their visit.  This is identical to what 
happens today, and there is no change 
in the liability.  The issuing bank is still 
responsible for counterfeit transactions.

2.	You upgraded your terminal and your 
patient uses a non-chip card to pay for 
their appointment.  Same thing, you are 
not responsible for the bad transaction.

3.	You upgraded and your patient presents 
a chip card for payment.  No change in 
liability here, either.  The issuing bank is 
still responsible for the bad transactions.

4.	You chose not to upgrade and your pa-
tient presents a counterfeit chip card at 
your practice.  You are responsible for 
the chargeback, even though you did all 
of the other things correctly.
Obviously, #4 is the cause for concern 

and confusion in the physician community.  
Since you have the least secure system 
(non-chip card ready), you bear the risk of 
the counterfeit card.  In some cases, you 
may also assume some additional risk in 
the world of lost or stolen cards.

The big question, then, is... should I 
spend the money to upgrade my terminal?

As a practicing physician seeing many 
patients every day, I would suggest that, 
yes, you should upgrade -- you can pay for 
the cost of a new terminal (about $500) 
with just one “bad” transaction.

At the end of the day, the new rules do 
not mandate that you abandon your cur-
rent equipment, and the big change that’s 
coming will not prevent you from doing 
business after October 1.  However, you 
must decide if the risk from the changes 
is worth the cost of the upgrade.
