I. We must show a loving tolerance for one another.

Eph 4:2 “with all humility and gentleness, with patience,
showing tolerance for one another in love,”

A. Healing is facilitated when we tolerate the immaturities
others.

1. Tolerance avéxopau - Middle voice -translates as “suffer”
seven times, “bear with” four times, and “endure” twice; to
hold one’s self erect and firm.

B. How do we show tolerance to difficult Christians?
1. Do it with humility -
2. Do it with gentleness -
3. Do it with patience -

C. To what end does toleration work? Ephesians 4:3 — "being
diligent to preserve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.”

1. It preserves unity and peace in the church.

Il. We must continually forgive one another.

A. Without the forgiveness of Christ there can be no healing in
the church.

Col 3:13 “bearing with one another, and forgiving each other,
whoever has a complaint against anyone; just as the Lord
forgave you, so also should you.”

B. Definitions:

1. forgive xapifopoaun - Middle voice - to grant forgiveness, to
pardon; to forgive graciously and restore.

C. The motivation for practicing continual forgiveness is Christ’s
for us.

1. Those that cannot forgive suffer from redemptive amnesia —
2 Peter 1:9 — "For he who lacks these qualities is blind or

short-sighted, having forgotten his purification from his
former sins.”

2. Those that will not forgive felt not the need for Christ’s
forgiveness - Matthew 18:35 — “My heavenly Father will
also do the same to you, if each of you does not forgive his
brother from your heart.””

lll. Personal healing is possible through the one another’s.

A. Spiritual healing come through confession of sins.

James 5:16 “Therefore, confess your sins to one another, and
pray for one another so that you may be healed. The effective
prayer of a righteous man can accomplish much.”

1. Confession heals our relationship with God.

2. Confession heals our relationships with fellow brothers in
Christ.

3. Confession allows prayer to work for us.

B. Physical healing can take place when we pray for one another.
