DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Julie Bearss - Zoning Inspector  
--She made/received 13 phone calls.
--Zero permits were issued.
--She sent an email to Todd Peetz of Portage County Regional Planning Commission for the proposed zoning amendment that was approved with last meeting’s Resolution #2015-49. She’s waiting to hear back from him.
--She mailed a final courtesy letter to Mr. Repasky of the marina (along with his incomplete application).  His application it had not gone before the BZA either.  He has refused multiple certified letters.  If she has not heard from him by Monday, March 2 she will turn the matter over to Chris Meduri.

--There are several candidates interested in serving on the BZA:  Shannon Hughes, William Giuffre and Robert Bearss.  Robert is her husband and she has been advised by Chris Meduri that Robert can act as an alternate and on conditional use cases and under conditions where his identity as her spouse has been made known and all parties accept.  She has asked them to attend the March 12 Township meeting.  They are educated and fair men and would be an asset to the BZA.  All Trustees agreed to have them attend the 
March 12 meeting.
--She’s received multiple comments (but no formal complaints) about the sign in front of Pettigrew Hardware being too bright.  She spoke to Lonnie Pettigrew and he agreed to have the programmer dim it and remove some of the brighter graphics.  She viewed the sign later and believes he has done this.  
Kevin Biltz - Roads, Buildings, Cemetery and Park   

--He reported that they’ve been plowing & salting roads.
--They’ve been cleaning the garage out.

--They’ve serviced the lawn mowers and the trecker.  They will do the tractors soon.
--They’ve received another load of table salt.

--They’ve pushed back the roads with the grader and pushing/piling snow drifts.
--They’ve been plowing the park and see a lot of people walking the roads.

--The cemetery has been quiet—they’ve been plowing the drive.

Thomas Repcik - Fire Department Report

Purchases

--They’ve been going through equipment and found that some radios are not working (parts had been salvaged off of them).  Mike received a quote from Mitchell Communications to purchase 6 pagers and chargers.

The Fire Department personnel will do an inventory of turnout gear and report back at a future meeting.

Diane reported that the investigation is complete.  The Trustees do not know the results.  There are some events that need to happen before the Trustees are given the report.  They cannot answer any questions regarding the investigation yet.
Diane stated that she wanted to dispel any rumors and say that Rootstown Fire Department is not going to be taking over Edinburg Fire Department.  There has not been any conversation about that.  They have been very good about working with Edinburg --as has others been all of the neighboring communities-- which is very much appreciated.  Rootstown has tried to assist Edinburg in any way possible and the good working relationship with them will continue.   

She also said this will be a time of healing.  The Trustees are not doing everything perfectly but they’re all going to work together.  She believes there is a good support team in place right now.  She told them this is your Fire Department and taking care of the residents is first and foremost on the Trustees’ priority list.

Sandy thanked the Fire Department staff for hanging in there and doing a great job.
