COUNTY AMBASSADOR WINNERS WILL COMPETE FOR THE STATE AMBASSASOR
The winner of the State Ambassador qualifies to receive a $1,000 scholarship provided the following criteria is achieved.  To qualify to receive the $1,000 scholarship, the State Ambassador must earn twenty points during their rein as State Ambassador.  If points have been earned upon completion of their first college semester for the year following their Ambassadorship, a $1,000 scholarship will be sent to the college the student is enrolled in.  Proof of completion of the first semester must be sent to the State Office for verification and payment.  During the September – August term, the Ambassador can earn points attending the following events:
· Attend an Annual County Meeting/Banquet – 5 pts.

· Attend the Delaware State Annual Banquet – 5 pts.
· Ag Industry Dinner in January – 5 pts.
· Per one Young Farmers and Ranchers Committee event – 5 pts.
· Per one Women’s Committee Event – 5 pts.

· Per one Promotion & Education Committee event – 5 pts.

· Per one Delaware Farm Bureau Foundation event – 5 pts.

· Volunteer at the State Fair Delaware Farm Bureau Booth in the Commodities Bldg. – 5 pts.

· Volunteer at the Delaware Farm Bureau Food Booth during the State Fair – 5 pts.
