The Eagles have the
better roster but the Chiefs have the better HC and QB. Right
now at the current line, we lean with Philly +1.

Win or lose, we would rather you judge us on the entire season
where the VIP football best bets (including bowls and playofts)
have gone 79-56-2 (58.5%). That’s the second time in the last
three seasons we have been close to 60% for the entire season
with our VIP selections. All-time we are now above 55% the last

-Last year, $185.6 million was bet on the Super Bowl at Nevada sports books. It
was the most ever even with sports betting now legalized in nearly 40 states.

-The books have posted a profit in 32 of the past 34 Super Bowls (see below).

-Since Nevada Gaming Control began tracking betting action on the Super Bowl
in 1991, the books are up $240 million. Their only losses came in 2008, when the
New York Giants upset the Patriots, and in 1995, when the San Francisco 49ers
routed the San Diego Chargers (see chart below).

-According to a report released by the American Gaming Association (AGA),
Legal American sportsbooks could take an estimated $1.39 billion in bets for
Super Bowl 59. The number represents an up tick from the estimated $1.25 billion
placed with legal books for Super Bowl 58. Keep in mind, last year the AGA also
estimated that $23.1 billion was bet on the Super Bowl from both legal and other
channels so legal books are still only a very small piece of the pie.

-Football bettors will look to keep up positive momentum going into the biggest
game of the year. In late January, the state of Nevada reported that its sportsbooks
took a $5.3 million loss on NFL and college football bets in December 2024 --
their biggest loss on football since November 2012.
