Becoming Rich in What Matters

at are we working for? What is the desire that moves us to sacrifice every day? Where is our heart?
These are the deep questions that Qoheleth ponders. He sees people around him struggling for years and
then, as fate would have it, their wealth falls into the hands of someone who hasn’t worked for it. He sees others,
toiling and anxious, and wonders, “What does it really get them?”

Jesus also saw the vanity of making your life’s goal a struggle to amass wealth, as if that was the source
of security. To keep us from spiritual
shortsightedness, he reminds us of an
undeniable truth: we know neither the
day nor the hour when we will be called
before God to give an accounting of how we
invested the talents he gave us.

‘We have been raised with Christ. Our
greedy, miserly nature has been buried with
Christ so that our generous, magnanimous,
and farsighted nature could be set free. So
if we believe in Christ, in the one who left
all his heavenly treasures and became poor
so that we might become rich, then the best
investment is in him and his truths. He
guarantees a return, even if it is deferred.
He promises that what we surrender to him
will be reimbursed a hundredfold and will
give dividends for eternity.

So when examining where our treasure
is, where our hearts and worries go, Jesus
would have us ask ourselves: Will this make
me richer in what matters to God?

FIRST SATURDAY DEVOTION TO OUR

LADY OF THE MIRACULOUS MEDAL.

On Saturday, August 4th and every first Saturday
thereafter, we will have First Saturday Devotions to
Our Lady of the Miraculous Medal at Saint Patrick’s.
We will begin at 11:30am, praying the Rosary, followed
by a Communion Service and concluding with a Nove-
na in honor to Our Lady of the Miraculous Medal. The
novena honors Mary by honoring Mary’s gift of the
Miraculous Medal to Christians. She gave us the gift
when she appeared to St. Catherine Laboure in France
in 1830. In one apparition, Mary showed her a vision,
and she gave the young nun a mission to have that
vision made into a medal. Mary told her that people
who wear it will receive great favors, and she told her
that they should wear the medals around their necks.
The medal was originally called the Medal of the Im-
maculate Conception, but the name was changed be-
cause of the number of miracles, healings and conver-
sions reported by people who wore it faithfully. Please
plan on joining us.

NOTICE REGARDING REPORTING
SEXUAL ABUSE OF A MINOR

It is the policy of the Diocese of Scranton to report any alle-
gation of sexual abuse of a minor to law enforcement. If
you are a victim of sexual abuse committed by a priest,
deacon, religious or lay employee or volunteer of the Dio-
cese of Scranton, you are encouraged to immediately report
the matter to law enforcement. If any priest, deacon, reli-
gious, lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton
has cause or reason to suspect that a minor has been sub-
jected to any form of abuse, including child sexual abuse,
the matter will be reported to law enforcement. In accord-
ance with the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania’s Child Pro-
tective Services Laws, reports of suspected child abuse
should also be made immediately by phone to the 24-
HourChild Abuse hotline (ChildLine) at 1-800-932-0313 or
electronically at www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis It is also
the policy of the Diocese to adhere to all civil and state reg-
ulations. To this end, the Diocese is equally committed to
adhering to the norms of the Code of Canon Law and to
upholding the tenets of the USCCB Charter for the Protec-
tion of Children and Young People, which includes support-
ing victims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emotional
and spiritual well-being. As such, information regarding an
allegation of sexual abuse of a minor should also be report-
ed to the Victim Assistance Coordinator Mary Beth Pacus-
ka at (570-862-7551).

Daily Prayer
This week we can ask,
in the variety of ways,
in the situations of our
daily lives, that our eyes
might be opened to see
Jesus as he really is -
glorified, with the Fa-
ther, and ready to re-
new our faith and trust
in him.

As we begin our day,
and at brief times
throughout our day, we
can pull our conscious-
ness together by letting
the themes of this
week's reading guide
us.

One day, we might ask
to keep our eyes fixed
on Jesus as we go
through a day full of
strong wind and waves.
We can ask again and
again, as things get
tougher and more chal-
lenging. Another day,
we might focus on what
comes out of our
mouths. Is there cyni-
cism, judgments, distor-
tions of the truth, divi-
sive and self-serving
manipulation, yelling
and hurtful put-downs?
How do I practice using
my voice to give praise
to God by affirming oth-
ers, forgiving them, by
telling the truth, by de-
fending the poor and the
voiceless, by giving God
thanks?

Another day, I might be
conscious of those I re-

gard as “dogs,” those I
disdain or think of as

“the enemy.” I might ask for the grace to open my heart to whatever faith in God they have, however different from mine. I might ask for a
sense of solidarity with them, not because it is my desire or inclination, but because it is God's desire for me. How can I heal and reconcile,
at least in my heart, what needs healing: racism, sexism, anti-Semitism, anti-Muslimism, fear and hatred of foreigners, hostility against the

poor or my harsh judgments about “sinners.”

Later in the week, we can get in touch with the call of Jesus to deny ourselves. This is not self-denial for its own sake. This is the dying to
self that comes from loving in the self-sacrificing way that Jesus did. Who in my family, friends, relative, co-workers, members of my parish
or congregation needs my self-denying love? How have I focused on “gaining the world” and lost some of my true self in the process? Is there
some way this week that I can taste discovering my true self in giving some time, some compassion, some love, some special care to someone

who needs this from me?

And throughout the week, perhaps at a special time of powerlessness or some time when I feel that I don't have the energy or gifts to do the
“more,” to move a mountain, I can ask for faith the size of a mustard seed. And, each night I can give thanks to God for being generous to me

all week, for this simple focus on our relationship every day.
