· The new truck will not be ready until December now.  We will most likely have to pay tariffs.
· The furnace at station three has died and needs to be replaced.
· The freezer in the community room has died.
· The air compressor is getting serviced this month.
· The fire marshal has inspected all three stations and they were all good.
· La Conner Napa donated a battery charger to the district.
· Firefighter Bill Vervaart went through the 1939 engine and fixed the brakes and the oil leaks.
· The beaver pond has been on Chief Berg’s mind with all the rain we’ve been getting.
· E911 is out of service.  E921 has been brought over to station one to fill in.
· There are two generators not working correctly that need to be taken in.
· The air pack quote for the new engine is $68,176.84.
· Chief Berg received a quote for hose testing and ladder testing for next year.  He will sign the contract.
· Chief Berg spoke about a guest speaker that spoke at his company meeting.
