Financial Report- 

President Drake presented the financial report. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the financial report and Trustee Hamilton second. On roll call, the following votes were cast: Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; and Luttrell, yes; the motion carried 5-0. 
Water Superintendent’s Report-

A report was turned in by Richard Albers and presented by Village President Drake.  Richard did regular maintenance for water and sewer plant, also regular monthly water meter readings for billing.  Routinely checking water samples and sending EPA water samples for testing and checking water pump stations, daily rounds of testing water.  Put new signs up on Cooper and Morgan St. On October 17, 2014 met with representative from Atlas to work on air compressor.   Power outage at north and south lift stations on 10/20/2014 and at water tower for generators to pull a load bacT’s. Washed all signs in village, did maintenance in shop area, cleaned for new police car, picked up two loads of cinders and salt for roads. Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Surratt second.  On roll call, the following votes were cast; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes and Newell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Rescue Squad Report-

Bryce McCormick submitted a report for the Chapin Area Rescue Squad. There have been 62 calls for service this year with 6 coming in since the October report.  The 3-H-99 is in Columbia, MO for repair of steering, interior switches are the main areas. Rig 3-H-11 has returned with suspension, steering, new shoreline, interior patient lighting, block heater, cabinet doors, and batteries being the major items repaired.  Bryce McCormick presented information for the future of maintaining Chapin Area Rescue Squad. The most concern is there are times no one is available for emergency service calls, as this puts CARS out of service for Chapin and area. As requirements for an Advance Life Support there needs to be someone available 24/7 in order for CARS to qualify for Advance Life Support. Meredosia Rescue Squad has met with Bryce and is willing to collaborate with CARS.  Bryce presented the approximated cost of new radios and pagers that will connect with Meredosia Rescue Squad. The cost of the radio is approximately $700.00 each and $400.00 each for pagers. CARS is going to host another EMT class in the near future to register anyone interested in becoming an EMT for CARS.  

There will be a Public Safety Committee meeting on 11/18/2014 at 7:00 pm. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to purchase 12 radios and Trustee Hamilton second.  On roll call, the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton, yes; and Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes and Surratt, yes. The motion carried 5-0.  Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Hamilton second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes, Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton, yes; and. The motion carried 5-0.
Fire Department Report-

Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann submitted a report for the fire department. A meeting was held on October 9, 2014.  Training was conducted on scene size up and initial on scene report with 360 degree size up, also the fire trucks/vehicles were driven. October 23, 2014 a house fire from 10/15/2014 was reviewed as to what could be done differently.  October 30, 2014 and 10/31/2014 Trick or Treat candy was passed out. Fire Chief Pahlmann checked about a call reported of an ammonia smell on the southwest end of town 11/9/2014.  Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Surratt second. On roll call; the following votes were cast; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; and Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Police Report-
Police Chief Tyler Aring submitted a police report; hours worked by Tyler, 51.5, Ryan, 8 and Alex, 4, Martin 5 and Mackenzie 3.5 hours.  A total of 8 traffic stops, 6 citations, 3 warnings and 0 arrests. Fines collected $44.50, E-Citation $0.00 and Police vehicle $9.00. Discuss a new digital radio for car with trade in cost of $500.00. This makes the police department able to interact with Jacksonville Police Dept. Pending items for new officers; Mackenzie Chism waiting for transition class to be scheduled and 40 hours mandatory firearms course. Zach Zilllion is attending the police academy part-time for Chandlerville Police Department and Jake Beard is attending the police academy part-time for Bond County Police Department. Police Chief Aring will ask Alex Johnson to return equipment due to the lack of hours worked. Village Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Newell second. Water Upgrade/Utility project-

The Village of Chapin owns the baseball diamond that is located just east of Hannel’s FS gas station, but parking lots are joined. This was in question due to a prospective buyer for the gas station property. Cameron Jones reported the information in regards to the requirements for seasonal disinfecting May through October from e-coli and fecal substance in the sewer system.  Cameron Jones will research into finding a complete disinfection package for the sewer department plant.
