The Pleasant Township Board of Trustees held a meeting on January 8, 2019 at 5373 Norton Road, Grove City, Ohio.

Trustee Hunter called the meeting to order with Trustee Sheets, Trustee Hunter and Trustee Good present. 

Minutes

Trustee Hunter asked for any additions and/or corrections to the minutes of September 11th,  September 25th, October 9th or October 23, 2018 regular meetings and the October 13th, 2018 Special meeting.  As there were no additions and/or corrections the minutes

Financial reports were provided to the Trustees and Department Heads.

Deputy Sheriff Report

Deputy Forsythe was not able to attend but had emailed the following report:  During the last two weeks Pleasant Township had 114 total runs.  With reports taken on 40 traffic-related, 17 were assists to the Fire Department, and 17 were unclassified.

Road Department

Superintendent Karn reported on Road Department activities and expenses.

The Department serviced the John Deere tractor and arm mower.  A tile was snaked on

Johnson Road and brush was trimmed.  Inventory was forwarded to the Clerk.

Fire Department

Chief Taylor reported on Fire Department activities and expenses.
There have been 16 runs for January to date.  There were 1,124 runs in 2018, an increase of 10 from 2017.  

Chief Taylor has been working on the year-end report.  Compton Door repaired the garage door.  

Chief Taylor requested the old SCBA compressor/fill station be removed from inventory since it was traded in for a new one.  Trustee Hunter made a resolution to remove the old SCBA compressor from inventory.   Trustee Sheets seconded.  Vote:  Trustee Sheets-yes, Trustee Hunter-yes, and Trustee Good-yes.                                                              R-0016
EMSAR was in and completed maintenance on the EMS cots.  The old Grassfighter was picked up and sold for $18,600.00.
Trustee Hunter made a resolution to accept the resignations of firefighter/paramedic Joe Runyan and firefighter John Miller from the part-time roster of Pleasant Township Fire Department.  Trustee Good seconded.  Vote:  Trustee Sheets-yes, Trustee Hunter-yes, and Trustee Good-yes.                                                                                              R-0017
Chief Taylor requested the purchase of a 2019 Chevy Tahoe for a cost of $36,555.00 from Byers Chevrolet to replace the Chevy Tahoe.  Trustee Hunter requested a list of issues with the old Tahoe.  Taylor stated it is thirteen years old, has 122,000 miles, a slipping transmission, significant rust, interior seats are cracking, steering wheel has flaking on it and the chrome on the door handles is coming off and is sharp to the touch. 
Trustee Good questioned about purchasing a used vehicle and is also concerned about insurance issues.  Good suggested a decision be delayed for several months. Chief Taylor stated it could be nursed along.  Trustee Good stated they want it to be safe to drive.

Trustee Sheets questioned if the transmission had been serviced and was told no.   Chief Taylor stated they first thought it was a u-joint issue but it wasn’t.  Taylor stated it makes

a clunking noise sometimes but not always and said he would nurse it along for now.

The Board was in agreement they were not opposed to purchasing a used vehicle to replace the Chief’s car.
Chief Taylor requested permission to form a committee to create specs for the purchase of a new Engine/Rescue to replace Engine 232.  Trustees were ok with establishing a committee as requested. 
Chief Taylor requested a resolution to permit firefighter Jeremy Sanchez to attend the Rescue Tech Program through Bowling Green State University at a cost not to exceed $3,200.00.  Firefighter Sanchez will be applying for a scholarship, which the Department has received in the past in the amount of $1,500.00.  

The Rescue Tech Program is a six month program covering six different disciplines of Technical Rescue including rope, water, confined space, trench, auto and collapse.  The class will be held for one week each month from March through August at the Washington Township Fire Department.  Chief Taylor stated Sanchez would be put on a
forty week schedule when possible.

Trustee Hunter made a resolution to permit firefighter Jeremy Sanchez to attend the Rescue Tech Program through Bowling Green State University at a cost not to exceed $3,200.00.  Trustee Sheets seconded.  Vote:  Trustee Sheets-yes, Trustee Hunter-yes, and Trustee Good-yes. Trustee Hunter reported receiving a complaint that 6304 Wahl Ct. has not changed very much with cleaning up the property.  The commercial Krispy Crème donut truck was

moved from the berm and onto the driveway.  There are still two wrecked vehicles parked in the driveway with a third vehicle covered by a tarp.  

Vehicles that are apparently being driven are being parked on the street sometimes which

will create an issue if the street needs plowed.  Mr. Paul Eberts, Franklin County Board of Health went out today and will be forwarding the issues to the Prosecutor’s Office in the morning.

Trustee Good reported the insurance committee met today and are working through the process.
