The United States has the right to filter the people living in, however, the immigrant professionals have high skills in-demand and want to contribute to this country for this reason we deserve to be welcome to this country.

Immigrants have been part of the United States progress from the beginning. Despite that English in the U.S. is the official language, the first European language spoken in its territory was Spanish and later other languages were assimilated. It is important to point out that the U.S. needs different types of immigrants. One of these groups are the immigrant professionals. Some facts should be considered:
· U.S. companies’ need multilingual professionals and this is one of the most important contributions that foreign professionals could bring because besides of being bilinguals some of us are multilingual.
· Besides our education, many of us also offer in-demand skills acquired in the practice of our professions. There is a diversity of professionals with a rich professional background.

· The culture that immigrants bring enhance the American culture. A good example is the rich diversity that the three main immigrant groups: Indians, Chinese, and Mexicans have brought to this country. 
· Almost anybody realizes that the immigrants without the “papers” are helping to support the struggling Social Security Administration. Their employers must deduct these taxes even if they do not expect their employees to qualify for social security or Medicare benefits
· If the immigrants get their documents, included the immigrant professionals, most likely the Social Security Administration would struggle financially even more.  It is unfair to have a person working for many years, paying taxes, with an uncertain future, favoring others, without having the right of becoming an American citizen is  unacceptable and offensive
