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MISSION TRIP TO UGANDA
(AUGUST 9-23, 2016)

real to me on my recent trip to
Uganda. | was invited to a wedding,
and | figured while | was there | would
minister if | got a chance to do so. My
plan was to spend most of my time
with family.

There was a line to the luggage
scanner but God directed us to a
Muslim lady, a custom officer, who
gleefully allowed us to go through the

wide doors without any
problems after she solicited a
prayer from me. She stopped
the flow of traffic so that she
could receive the prayers from
a Christian missionary...only
God! We were met at the
airport by Bishop Augustine
Wandera and his lovely wife
Rosette, Mama Lucy Sabiiti,
and Pastor Ken. The ride to
the hotel was punctuated by
deep breaths and sighs as we
endured the “Uganda Jam”.
We made a stop at Freedom
City Shopping Center to
purchase water and continued
our journey to our makeshift
home. We finally got to our
hotel and were warmly
welcomed by our old friends.
This was going to be our
home for 11 days.

On Tuesday August 16, 2016, over 200 women attended a powerful conference with the theme
“Stepping into Destiny”. Four dynamic women preachers, from the Cradle of H.0.P.E. missions team
USA brought “the Word”. The team was led by Dr. Angela Rucker as they ministered under the au-
thority of the Word. The Redemption Church in Kireka-Uganda hosted the event and was on fire of
the Holy Ghost.
