The Subject will be:  “What Do You Do Before Going on Photo Shoot?”

• “What do these four ASC photographers actually do when they prepare?”

Program
Images from the February meeting were reviewed.  Photog-
raphers reviewed their photographs, including metadata, and 
there was group discussion.  We were reminded that:  images 
are scored on creativity, composition, and technical merit; it is 
important for an image to have foreground, mid-ground and 
background; a photo of another’s art work is not good for com-
petitions; a good image doesn’t need to be complicated.  We saw 
examples of tonality, depth of field, good/not good composition, 
qualities of infrared, use of camera lens so structures are less 
distorted, use of diffusers, reflectors, and ambient light.  

Brian advised that we will be receiving a survey by Email be-
fore the May meeting regarding things important to us.  Post 
processing is part of the survey and he took a show of hands 
regarding:
How many use a post processing program.
Which program is our “first go-to program”:  Photoshop (8), 
Lightroom (16), Other. 
Who shoots in:  RAW (about 26)? Not RAW?  

The big room is available in this building on Wednesday nights 
for the next several months.  The question was asked if we want 
to change meeting date to take advantage of the room.  It was 
unanimously agreed to continue meeting on the first Thursday.
