taught a different doctrine. We live life on this
earth once, die once, and are judged once.
Jesus is the “resurrection and the life”
(John 11:25). We hope that one day we
will raise with him, even if on earth
our lives are “hidden with Christ in
God” (Colossians 3:3). To be a witness
to Jesus is to be like the first apostles, a
witness to his resurrection.
The living God who called Abraham,
Moses, and Isaac is the same God who sent his
Son, raised him from the dead, and who calls us to
follow him and rise up to be with him forever.

he Sadducees didn’t believe in the resurrection
of the dead or immortality of the soul. In fact, in
Judaism, the belief that the soul lives forever
in heaven developed in the centuries
before Christ’s birth. In Maccabees, one
of the last books written in the Old
Testament, you can see how the Jewish
sons find strength to resist their
torturers in the belief that they will
live forever. They firmly believe that
God will raise them up if they remain
faithful to him.
Jesus makes it even clearer that our souls
will live forever and that our bodies will rise up
one day with him after death. The faith of Abraham,
Isaac, and Jacob was faith in a living God; even if they

Daily Prayer

In this process of
becoming
“Contemplatives in
Action” by finding
intimacy with God in
the background of
our everyday busy
lives, we are seeing
more and more
clearly that Prayer is
not really “saying
prayers” butis a
relationship that
needs to be nour-
ished in an ongoing
way. No matter how
hectic our week is, it
is easy to think
about our daily rela-
tionship with Our
Father, with Jesus,
in the Holy Spirit.

As we look ahead to
the landscape of our
week - with a few
big things coming
up, a host of ordi-
nary responsibilities,
and perhaps several
bruised or difficult
relationships that
trouble us - we can
begin to locate and
formulate into
words, the desires in
our hearts for our
Lord’s help along the
way. Perhaps we
will have time to
review a Daily Re-
flection each day or
just the readings of
the day. We may
only have time to
have a general
sense of the Word of
God addressed to us
- from last Sunday
and what is coming
up this coming Sun-
day. That Word will
further inform and

The rest is about developing the habit of focusing more intentionally on our relationship with our Lord, anticipating the events of our day, pre-
paring for them, and letting our Lord be there in it with us. This is what it is to keep enough oil in our lamps. This is what it is to know that

the presence of God is in our midst. This is what it takes to be good stewards of all that our Lord has entrusted to us.

So, we ask for what we need and desire, each morning, as soon as we can. We return to that desire, in brief moments, throughout the day.
At the end of our day, we give thanks for this gifted relationship that sustained us and allowed us to be his disciples this day.
