There are 45 children living in Hannah's Hope. Six new children came to Hannah's Hope in 2018. 
The children always start school in the morning at 7am and finish at 11am.  Then in the afternoon, 
they usually start at 1pm and finish at 5pm.They study from Monday to Saturday. Then they always 
have English class from 6pm until 8pm. Ravy finishes the day with  a short Bible class from 8:10pm 
until 8:30pm. 
There are 11staff that start work at 6 am and finish at 1pm.  The afternoon staff of 8 begin at 1:00 
and finish at 8:00 pm (Monday-Friday). Currently, Hannah’s Hope has 9 bicycles, one truck, one 
van, and one tuktuk.   Hannah’s Hope has 13 bedrooms and two new toilets behind the house.
