· Community Room Air Conditioner – Tabled until next month.  Still waiting on quotes from Foss and Nordic.
Call Report – BC Klinefelter gave the call report.  We have responded to 179 calls so far in 2025.  For the month of August, we have responded to 9 calls so far.

· 2022/2023/2024 Audit – Secretary Berg dropped off the files to the state auditor last Thursday.  She will be meeting with the state auditor weekly until the audit is over.
· Mobile Agreement – Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the mobile wireless management system agreement with Mount Vernon.  Commissioner Pidduck seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Chief’s Report: 
· The stormwater inspection is due for the pond at Station One.  Lieutenant D. Berg will be meeting with them.
· BC Klinefelter and Chief Berg spent the morning with DEM for a hazard assessment/risk assessment in which BC Klinefelter will be working on.
· The gas furnace at station two has a crack in it and is beyond repair.  FF Zimmerman will work on getting a new one.  

· The hose contract has been signed.  This is the last item needed for the tender.

· There was a crew that manned the first aid station at the fair for two days.

· Chief Berg is wanting to send 4 firefighters to the next academy (at a price of $1,400 each).

· A crew cleaned up around the station so that they can build a new training prop.

· Training focused on extrication last month.

· The Association is thinking about ordering some radios for the new engine, hoping to miss out on some of the upcoming tariffs.

· Chief Berg received an email from a Mount Vernon paramedic letting him know that our crew is one of the best in the county.
Assistant Chief/Battalion Chief Report: 
· BC Klinefelter will be working on the hazard mitigation plan (as stated above).
· The new wildland gear finally arrived.
· The next OTEP is in September (with new instructors).
