MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER
Bryan Bjorge called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
ROLL CALL
Present: Bryan Bjorge, Eric McKenna, Noah Jensen and Scott Rortvedt
Absent: Josh Brodeur
Also Present: PJ Monson, Clerk – Treasurer, Craig Ripp, Public Works Lead, Brian Berquist, Town and Country, Jack Arnston, Mike and Sally Stewart, residents
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS (3 minutes max per person)
Sally Stewart addressed the Board regarding the Village ordinances and the dog licensing penalty.  Mike Stewart also questioned using the Police Dept. to address Village ordinance issues. 
REPORTS:
1. Arlington Fire Department - reviewed
2. Public Works – Craig Ripp.  The Board reviewed the PW report and asked questions of Craig. 
NEW BUSINESS  
Discuss and Possible Action on Retention Areas – Jack Arnston, Wisconsin Master Naturalist
Jack addressed the Board regarding native plantings at the Village retention pond areas. Jack is willing to volunteer and is planning on creating a committee of four (4) to take care of the area. Plantings can be done with seeds or started plants. The question of financing the project came up. The Village is not able to fund the project at this time because of budgeting. Jack suggested maybe he could do fundraising of some sort. Brian (T&C) stated that this type of planting can benefit the area but can be costly to maintain. The Board discussed retention pond options. Jack will put together some costs for the Village. 
OLD BUSINESS
1.	Discuss and Possible Action on Well #4 
· Funding (7:00 p.m.)
· Well House Design
· Street/Access
Brian Berquist, T&C, addressed the Board regarding the funding of the well and street. 
There are 6 ways to save on costs:
· Change to stud walls instead of block - $31,977
· Reduce building size (20x15) no chemical separation – $120,000
· Eliminate the Sewer Service - $155,016
· Eliminate the Natural Gas Service - $25,000
· Emergency Stand by Power - $74,500
· No Asphalt Paving - $31,097
Paul Johnson, Village Attorney, spoke regarding deferred special assessments on13 lots that lead to the new well. Some of the costs to improve those lots can be put back on the lots to be paid when the lot is sold. Another option is the immediate special assessment which would be due by the land owner. The question then would be, do we do the street/curb/gutter also or just the water/sewer. This encourages the sale of the parcels. The Village would create a Special Assessment District (13 lots). Another option would be a Deferred Special assessment with a sunset clause.
The Board discussed all three options for making the road and well house more affordable but to also consider the ability to make the fronting lots able to be sold and built on. 

Impact fees/connection fees are options to recoup the costs. Discussion regarding a Developers Agreement with the land owner took place regarding things like sidewalks, curb and gutter, etc. 

Motion by Eric, second Scott, (for Paul Johnson) to put together a draft special assessment resolution for the August meeting. Motion carried.
2.	Discuss Village Infrastructure Past and Present – Tabled to the August meeting
3. 	Update and Possible Action on Main Street Reconstruction
Brian explained the problems with the sewer pipe under the railroad tracks. It was replaced last week and failed again. They will be removing it and constructing it differently started today. The rest of the project is now in the hands of the DOT. They will be handling all of Main St construction at this time. 
Motion by Eric, second Noah, to approve Pay request #4. Motion carried.
4.	Discuss and Take Action on Dog Park
· Estimates and Donation Review
Motion by Scott, second Eric, to go with Struck and Irwin Fence, Inc with a 5 foot fence for $12,224. Motion carried.
5.	Discuss and Possible Action on Addition of Permanent or Temporary Stop Signs
· Intersection of Cty Rd I and Curtis St and/or Ellickson St
The Board discussed the traffic on Cty I. The Board will not be installing additional stop signs on Cty rd I. 
LICENSES/PERMITS
1. Discuss and Take Action on Operator License Application for Kristine C Childs.
Motion by Eric, second Scott, to approve the operator license application for Kristine Childs. Motion carried.
REPORTS 
1. Poynette Police Department – Officer Spurbeck, the Board asked questions regarding the report.   
2. General Engineering Building Inspector – reviewed.
3. Administrator Report – The Board discussed the school park equipment and placement. 
4. Clerk Treasurer Report – The Village received a Wisconsin Election grant of $787.40 to be used to cover covid19 election expenses. PJ addressed the issues brought up by the Stewarts. Baker Builders has contacted the Village about building Chad Trail.
