The Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God is a liturgical feast celebrated on
January 1%t on the last day of the octave of Christmas, honoring the Blessed
Virgin Mary as the Mother of Jesus Christ, who is God incarnate.
The title, Theotokos (©€0TOKOG, meaning "God-bearer"), was formally defined at the Council
of Ephesus in 431 AD to affirm Christ’s Divinity and Mary's role as His true mother.

The Solemnity is also designated as the World Day of Peace.
