Father Sam’s Corner
Most Holy Trinity Sunday
Gospel: Matthew 28:16-20

We are called to share in the life of the Blessed Trinity

Through baptism we are called to share in the life of the Blessed Trinity. Although the term “Trinity” is absent in the
scripture, this divine word of creation, “Let us make mankind in our image, in our likeness,” (Genesis 1:26) can be said to
imply a joint action of the Trinity in Creation. Also, we are people of the Trinity for our lives have some semblances of the
Trinity. Hence, human life itself is to some extent as mysterious as the Blessed Trinity Himself. In addition, our lives were
sealed with the mark of the Trinity in the spirit of our baptism, for we all were baptized in the name of the Father, Son and
Holy Spirit. Therefore, the solemnity of the Trinity invites us to reflect more on how we are making ourselves the witnesses
of the life of the Trinity than on how to completely understand the mystery of the Trinity with our reason. Consequently, a
mystery such as the Blessed Trinity is a revealed truth that is beyond human rational comprehension. It is true we can apply
human reason to a certain degree in our efforts to understand the mystery of the Holy Trinity, but the revelation is received in
faith. For this reason, an attempt to fully comprehend the nature of the Blessed Trinity only with reason will land one where
Saint Augustine found himself in the popular story below.

The story is told of Saint Augustine of Hippo, a great philosopher and theologian. His mind was preoccupied with the
doctrine of the Blessed Trinity. He wanted so much to understand the doctrine of one God in three persons and to be able to
explain it logically. One day he was sitting by the sea shore and reflecting on this issue. Suddenly, he saw (an Angel
disguised as) a little boy all alone on the shore. The boy dug a hole in the sand, walked to the sea with a little cup, filled his
cup with sea water, walked back and emptied the cup into the hole. Back and forth he went to the sea, filled his cup and
came and poured it into the hole. Augustine walked close and asked him, “Little boy, what are you doing?” He replied, “I
am trying to empty the sea into this hole.” Saint Augustine asked him again, “How do you think that you can empty this
immense sea into this your small hole and with this small cup?” He replied back, “And you, how do you think that with your
small head you can comprehend the immensity of the Blessed Trinity?”” With that the little boy disappeared. From then it
became clearer to Saint Augustine that it was an Angel telling him the inner relationship of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit in
such a way that each of them is fully and equally God, yet there are not three Gods but one, cannot be fully comprehended by
the human mind.

Even today’s readings could not give us a clear explanation of the doctrine of the Blessed Trinity. Christ simply dwelled on
the unity of the equality, love and action of the Trinity when he told his disciples in today’s Gospel to “go and make disciples
of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit” (Matthew 28:16-20). By this,
Christ was telling the disciples that neither the Father nor the Son nor the Holy Spirit ever exists or acts in isolation from the
other two persons of the Godhead. My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, though we are lovable people we can see that we
have not started to love and understand each other like the Blessed Trinity. In fact, the love, understanding and unity that
exist among us in our family, church and in our society are challenged by the love, understanding and unity of the Blessed
Trinity. Let us ask the Blessed Trinity to help us love and understand one another more. For the more we are united the
more we are witnesses of the unity of the Blessed Trinity.

Santisima Trinidad
Evangelio: Mateo 28:16-20

Estamos llamados a compartir la vida de la Santisima Trinidad

A través del bautismo somos llamados a participar de la vida de la Santisima Trinidad. Aunque el término “Trinidad”
estd ausente en las Escrituras, se puede decir que esta palabra divina de la creacion: “Hagamos al hombre a nuestra
imagen y semejanza” (Génesis 1:26) implica una accion conjunta de la Trinidad en Creacion. Ademas, somos personas
de la Trinidad porque nuestras vidas tienen algunas semejanzas con la Trinidad. Por lo tanto, la vida humana misma es
hasta cierto punto tan misteriosa como la Santisima Trinidad misma. Ademas, nuestras vidas fueron selladas con la
marca de la Trinidad en el espiritu de nuestro bautismo, pues todos fuimos bautizados en el nombre del Padre, del Hijo y
del Espiritu Santo. Por tanto, la solemnidad de la Trinidad nos invita a reflexionar mas sobre como nos estamos haciendo
testigos de la vida de la Trinidad que sobre como comprender plenamente con nuestra razon el misterio de la Trinidad.
En consecuencia, un misterio como el de la Santisima Trinidad es una verdad revelada que esta mas alla de la
comprension racional humana. Es cierto que podemos aplicar la razon humana hasta cierto punto en nuestros esfuerzos
por comprender el misterio de la Santisima Trinidad, pero la revelacion se recibe en la fe. Por esta razon, un intento de
comprender plenamente la naturaleza de la Santisima Trinidad s6lo con razén conducira a donde se encontraba San
Agustin en la historia popular que aparece a continuacion.

Se cuenta la historia de San Agustin de Hipona, un gran filésofo y tedlogo. Su mente estaba preocupada por la doctrina
de la Santisima Trinidad. Queria mucho comprender la doctrina de un Dios en tres personas y poder explicarla
logicamente. Un dia estaba sentado a la orilla del mar y reflexionaba sobre este tema. De repente, vio (un angel
disfrazado de) un nifio pequefio solo en la orilla. El nifio cavé un hoyo en la arena, camin6 hacia el mar con una tacita,
lleno su copa con agua de mar, regres6 y vacio la copa en el hoyo. De ida y vuelta fue al mar, llen6 su copa y vino y la
vertio en el agujero. Agustin se acercé y le pregunté: “Nifio, ;qué estas haciendo?” El respondio: "Estoy tratando de
vaciar el mar en este agujero”. San Agustin le volvié a preguntar: “;Coémo crees que puedes vaciar este inmenso mar en
este tu pequefio agujero y con esta pequefia copa?” El respondio: “Y tii, ;como crees que con tu cabecita puedes
comprender la inmensidad de la Santisima Trinidad?” Con eso el pequefio desaparecio. A partir de entonces le quedo
més claro a San Agustin que se trataba de un Angel contandole la relacién interna del Padre, del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo
de tal manera que cada uno de ellos es plena e igualmente Dios, pero no hay tres Dioses sino uno, no puede ser
plenamente comprendido por la mente humana.

Incluso las lecturas de hoy no pudieron darnos una explicacion clara de la doctrina de la Santisima Trinidad. Cristo
simplemente se detuvo en la unidad de la igualdad, el amor y la acciéon de la Trinidad cuando dijo a sus discipulos en el
Evangelio de hoy: "id y haced discipulos de todas las naciones, bautizandolos en el nombre del Padre, y del Hijo, y del
Espiritu Santo” (Mateo 28:16-20). Con esto, Cristo les estaba diciendo a los discipulos que ni el Padre, ni el Hijo, ni el
Espiritu Santo existen ni actiian aislados de las otras dos personas de la Deidad. Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas en
Cristo, aunque somos personas amables, podemos ver que no hemos comenzado a amarnos y comprendernos como la
Santisima Trinidad. De hecho, el amor, la comprension y la unidad que existen entre nosotros en nuestra familia, iglesia
y sociedad son desafiados por el amor, la comprension y la unidad de la Santisima Trinidad. Pidamos a la Santisima
Trinidad que nos ayude a amarnos y comprendernos mas unos a otros. Porque cuanto mas unidos estamos, mas somos
testigos de la unidad de la Santisima Trinidad.

For The Formation Of Men And Women Religious And
Seminarians: Let us pray that men and women religious and seminarians, grow in their own
vocational journey through human, pastoral, spiritual and community formation, that leads
them to be credible witnesses of the Gospel.
