Total money: $104,798.08, Calvin stated that we will have
to reset the CD, interest rates have increased, we will need to take some funds from the restricted
account to cover the upcoming scholarships and 4-H Grants. Motion to approve report by Robert
Witt, second by Larry. Motion passed.
