I. Problems between France and England

· 1680’s England and France for world power
· The Seven Years’ War in Europe

· The French and Indian War was fought in North America

II. The French and Indian War
· Began in 1754 
· Virginia militia fought the French for the Ohio Valley

· By 1759, the British helped aid the colonies
· The Treaty of Paris was signed in 1763 to end the war
· It eliminated France as a colonial power in North America.  
· Spain: received territory west of the Mississippi
· Britain: received Canada and all territory east of the Mississippi 
III. Results of the French and Indian War


a. Colonies

1. Colonists gained self-confidence and military experience

2. Created colonial unity 
3. French and certain Indian tribes were removed from the frontier

b. Britain

1. Britain had used a policy of “salutary neglect” 
2. They did not British laws in the colonies 
3. Britain felt that the colonies should help pay for the war
4. This caused a rift in the relationship between G.B and the colonies
