Andrew has faced Matt 4 times in the last two competitions held within the last week and having never previously beat Matt recorded his fourth straight victory and all have been fairly comfortable wins.

Jake Romeril took a 6-0 lead, and 9 – 2 lead over Toby who failed to grasp the terrain at the beginning before coming back to 12-10, but on the next end tried to push Jakes boule out of the way but it landed on the coche in the very soft area (where a whole used to be) and couldn’t move it with his last boule as Jake went through.

Third place play off saw Toby beat Matt Pinel for the third consecutive singles tournament as a much better terrain saw excellent placing to pick up bronze medal.

Andrew therefore played Jake in the final (and inspired by a pep talk earlier in the day from Toby (his words not mine) held his nerve to play some excellent shots to win his first ever Open Singles title after losing his previous two finals (2014 Carrefour Singles and 2015 Island Singles Championship), Jake Romeril a worthy runner up just as he was in the first ever Liberation Singles Open in 2012.  Andrew now holds the Liberation Singles Open, Carrefour Triples and both Island Triples titles, no wonder he is now Jersey’s No. 1 ranked player and the one everyone should be looking to beat.
