in unknown words.

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	Look for similarities.
Have I seen or heard this word before?

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	DOES IT LOOK RIGHT?
Do the letters in the words match what you believe the word is? How many letters? What are they?
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	Skip it and go on…
Don’t give up! Read on….THINK…
Then…BACK TRACK and
REREAD again.
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
