- Electric Car Charging Station – Mr. Thompson said Avista is pursuing the possibility of installing a 79 
station in town.  Mr. Fricke asked if this could be interpreted as gifting public funds.  Ms. Harnois 80 
suggested that somebody contact Rosalia to see how they are working it there. 81

- Team Up to Clean Up – Ms. Hagen said Fairfield has proposed partnering with Rockford to clean up 83 
the 6 miles between the two towns.  Council consensus was to get with a contact at Fairfield and get 84 
a better definition what this would like. 85

- Mr. Thompson reported sidewalks were taken out on River and Weaver streets that were in 89 
disrepair. The broken pieces were used to build up the new section of 2nd Street that is currently 90 
under construction.  Ms. Harnois asked if they would be replaced. Mr. Thompson explained not at 91 
this time as the ADA requirements require wider sidewalks than the previous sidewalk, for which 92 
there is no room. 93 

- Manholes and sewer pipes have been received for the new sewer line in the alley west of First 94 
Street between B and C Streets. 95 

- Mr. Thompson reported the Town may be receiving grindings from the Highway 27 project that is 96 
starting up.   97
