Tournament News 

The month of May provided another 
great EPMC golf tournament for 
participating members. Thanks to 
those who played, and thanks to 
club members Pat McCardle and 
Lance Ford who assisted at the 
check-in table. We had 110 
golfers/55 teams and paid out 
$4,605 to 64 golfers/32 teams. I say 
that’s a nice payout! Our 50/50 
drawing winners were: Mark 
Springer, Lez Luzar, and Dave 
Lindsey - each receiving $85 in pot 
money. Congratulations to all the 
winners!  

In Golf Genius news – Online 
signups for our 4-club team event 
went even smoother this month than 
our last team event. There were 29 
messages from members to the 
event manager received through Golf Genius’ email, and 
as reported last month this number is what we’ve been 
averaging for tournament signups.  

Continuing with Golf Genius - a special report for all club 
members on the subject of cancellations and no-shows. 
This month we had 3 no-shows for our tournament. One 
entire team no showed which unfortunately left another 
team forced to play alone. The other no-show was a miss 
communication resulting in a member stranded and 
unable to participate. Please remember when registration 
is open and on-line signups are being recorded for an 
event you can cancel your sign up at any time. In fact, you 
can even re-register for the event if you change your mind 
and wish to play; simply go back into the event Portal and 
re-register.  We all understand things happen and 
appreciate the 2-man team that played alone enjoying 
each other’s company for the day. I noticed the two at the 
bar after their round in great spirits! Anyway, for 
consideration purposes we ask that if you must cancel last 
minute and GG on-line signups are closed, that you or 
your playing partner let us know as soon as possible.   

Moving forward and another lesson learned – we will 
improve communication with single players who sign up 
looking to be paired in a team event.  So, if you sign up 
for a team event as a single needing to be paired, we will 
communicate with you either by phone or email that 
you’ve been paired up with another single.  

Please keep in mind that once we close signup ups and 
Golf Genius calibrates the flights (Friday the day before 
tournament), the tournament field is set. If you missed 
open signups for an event and wish to play at the last 
minute inquire with us anyway.  There’s always a 
possibility of a last-minute cancellation and we may be 
able to accommodate.  

Have you noticed the Help TAB in the Golf Genius Portal?  

 

This feature allows you to communicate with the event 
manager directly using Golf Genius to automatically 
populate the email address field for you. Simply click on 
the league manager name and type away.   

 

As always, we are committed to learning ways that 
improve communications with the membership. Each 
Event in our GG Portal (Tuesday Skins, Saturday Skins, 
Tournament) will have at least one board member listed 
as manager. If you’re unsure of this feature, please ask 
one of us and we will gladly take the time to walk you 
through the process.

I 
believe we are close or have surpassed the 1-year mark 
for online Tuesday Skins game signups and getting closer 
to that mark for tournaments. Stay tuned, as we hope to 
transition Saturday Skins sign-ups soon.

June 17th is our next tournament, the 2 Man Scramble.  

Tournament signups will close Tuesday June 12th. Sign 
your team up early to guarantee a spot. Online signups 
will close earlier if the player limit is reached before June 
12th. We will confirm the roster of players in email on 
Wednesday June 14th before the tournament, and release 
tee times and pairings Friday June 16th.  

It’s a TEAM event and only one member needs to 
signup/register your team in GG. When Signups open, 
please follow these steps to register: 

Step 1. You or your Playing Partner will need to 
navigate through the signup confirmation buttons 
by checking playing.  

Step 2. Click on the signup other members link 
scroll and add your playing partner’s name.  

Step 3. If you choose - you or your Playing 
Partner can SEND message to the manager 
either noting your TEAM PAIRING and/or include 
any special requests in your message. 

Step 4. Hit the SEND button.  

The tee sheet link in Golf Genius will populate names for 
the confirmed list of players. Pairings will not appear until 
TEAMS are made on the back end in Golf Genius. As 
always, be assured we will monitor signups closely and 
communicate with you if there are any issues. Registered 
players should get a Golf Genius automated signup 
confirmation email.  

Finally, it will be important this month to talk early with 
your team partner and make sure they are playing before 
you sign up. If you are a single with no partner, please 
sign up as a single making a note in Golf Genius to the 
manager and we will try our best to pair you up with 
another single. Remember that we cap our tournament 
size and will place players on a waitlist if reached. If you’re 
lost in the signup process, or need any assistance please 
communicate with us.  

Helpful hint: June 17th 2 Man Scramble tournament - AB 
flights will be on Butterfield and CD flights will be on Chino 
Creek. ☺
