ELIGIBILITY: Open to amateur female golfers age 18 or older by opening entry date with a current USGA handicap 
index provided by SCGA. 

 
FORMAT: 18 Hole Individual Stroke Play 
 
AWARDS: SDCWGA Champion will be Low Gross Player from the Championship Division. Maximum 

handicap for Championship division will be an 9.6 index (subject to change based on 
participants.)  All players will be playing from the Red tees and will be flighted according to handicaps. 
There will be a Champion from the remainder of each flight. Flights will be determined by the number of 
entries and the handicap spread. Awards will be given to 1/3 of the field in Gross and Net. Ties for Low 
Gross Champion will be a sudden Victory Playoff. All other ties will be broken by card off according to 
USGA guidelines and procedures. Championship Trophy will be given immediately following play. 

 
ENTRY FEE: $145 per person and all entries must be received by 5:00 p.m. on May 26, 2024.  Entry fee 

includes green fees, cart, and lunch.  Range balls may be purchased in the golf shop. NO REFUND 
AFTER CLOSING DATE.  See SDCWGA Website for complete information on Field Days and the 
refund policy.

NOTE:  Dress code will be strictly enforced.  All tournament policies can be found on our website.  Players wearing short shorts, jeans, tank 
tops, shirts without collars, or any inappropriate attire will not be allowed on the golf course.  If you do not arrive at your starting point on the 
golf course, ready to play, within five minutes of your starting time, the penalty for failure to start on time is two strokes at the first hole in stroke 
play.  The only exception will be unanticipated dire circumstances, subject to review by the Rules Committee.  Course may require cart paths 
only if conditions warrant. 
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
