birthday. The following is a summary
of the formation of the Prescott SAR
Chapter through the commitment and
diligence of some exceptional
individuals.
In 1989, Reverend Donald Dale and
Colonel J. Phil Barnes of Dewey, a
member of the Missouri SAR Society,
discussed the need and prospects for a
Prescott SAR Chapter. That early
vision was adopted and promoted for
seven years afterwards by Compatriots
Robert Bohannan, Jr., AZSSAR New
Chapter Chairman, and George Reece.
Then on February 3, 1996, several
Arizona SAR Society members
including George Reece, L. Bernard
Schmidt, Richard Fleek, and Eugene
McCutchan met at Mrs. Frances
Christian’s home in Prescott to begin
forming the foundation of a new
Arizona SAR Chapter. Mrs. Christian
was an active Prescott Chapter
Daughters of the American Revolution
member and advisor. She
enthusiastically used her contacts to
help assemble a Prescott SAR Chapter
founding membership. Richard Logan,
the Registrar-Genealogist of the
Phoenix SAR Chapter, was then
selected as the “Satellite Director” to

recruit prospective members and to help

SAR Society application process.

On March 5, 1996, “The Prescott
Chapter (In-Formation) Committee”
was formed and interim officers were
selected to work with Compatriot
Richard Logan to prepare the
Application for Charter and commence
servicing the community as a patriotic,
historic and educational organization in
the tradition set by AZSSAR since
1896. The interim officers included
Gene McCutchan, Richard Fleek, L.
Bernard Schmidt, and Rev. Donald
Dale. The committee generated: 1) a
genealogy resource list of Prescott area,
2) a prospective membership list, (3)a
nucleus of leadership candidates to
network .The area comprised of Dick
Proper, David Espy, John Johnson, and
Col. J. Phil Barnes, Certified
Genealogist, and 4) a schedule of future
committee meeting dates.

Throughout 1996, Compatriot Richard
Logan and that early committee strove
to keep the ideals of the National SAR
Society, established in 1889, vibrant by
contributing community services such
as food drives, presentation of ROTC
awards to cadets of the Air Force and
Army at Embry Riddle College, Ice-
Cream Social fund raiser for local
charities, several genealogical
workshops, monthly meetings with
programs of historical interest, and
other events. On April 27, 1996,
Compatriots Richard Logan and interim
officers presented its project report and
Application for Charter, containing 22
Compatriot signatures, to the Arizona
SAR Society Board of Managers. At
the time, there were about 45 members
or prospective members. Ten months
later, on February 22, 1997, the Prescott
SAR Chapter was approved and
chartered.

The first Prescott SAR Chapter Officers
for the year 1997 were: Richard H.
Proper — President, Kenneth W.
Johnson — Vice President, David W.

Blood, Jr. — Secretary, Dwight D.
Roach — Treasurer, Edward L.
Blakslee — Registrar/Genealogist,
Robert W. Wixon — Chaplain, and
James R. Dowling — Representative
to the State Board of Managers.
A distinctive event occurred during
the Bicentennial Year of George
Washington’s death in 1999. The
Prescott SAR Chapter carried the
Bicentennial flag in the Prescott
Rodeo Parade and afterwards
awarded it, along with a video on
Washington’s life, to Washington
Traditional School. For many years
the Prescott SAR Chapter has
supported important causes including
the Boy Scouts and the National SAR
Society essay contest, ROTC awards
to cadets, and has continued financial
support to “Honor Flight Arizona,”
an organization that honors our
remaining WWII veterans by
assisting cost-free travel to
Washington, D.C. to allow them to
experience the WWII memorial. At
parades and other events, the Prescott
SAR Chapter also proudly showcases
the only Revolutionary Naval Honor
Guard in the nation.

Never forget

In February of 1778, when our nation was
merely a fragile coalition of colonies facing
‘the most formidable military power on
earth, the commanding general of our Conti-
nental Line, George Washington, prepared
to celebrate his birthday. His battered army,
composed mostly of volunteers with little or
no service or experience, had been en-
camped at Valley Forge, Pennsylvania, for
several months during one of the most sav-
age winters in memory. His British oppo-
nents enjoyed the comforts available in oc-
cupied Phildelphia.

Washington’s army was housed in tents
during the late fall, and by January of 1778,
some were living in log huts 16 feet square
without floors; each housed 12 men. As a
Connecticut enlisted man put it, “. . . our
chimbley is made of wood and roof covered
with tirfe and dirt (but we) find it much bet-

ter the living than it was in tents these cold
nights . . . ” By mid-February, *“ . .. the
troops are destitute of meat, . . . and the

horses are dying for want of forage. The
country in the vicinity of camp is wasted.”
On the 22nd of February, Washington’s
birthday, desertions had become increas-
ingly frequent, and some of the troops had
begun to contemplate mutiny. A frustrated
and sometimes angry Washington wrote
that “ . .. this army must inevitably be re-
duced to one . . . of three things. Starve, dis-
solve, or disperse ... " He was scornful of
those in government, commenting that “it is
much easier . . . to draw remonstrances in a
comfortable room by a good fireside, than to
occupy a cold bleak hill, and sleep under
frost and snow without clothes or blankets.”
That his army survived the winter of his

46th birthday is remarkable; that it went on
to victory is nothing short of miraculous.
As we struggle with the issues which
presently confront us, let us never forget
that without these revolutionary patriots
and their commander-in-chief, we would not
likely have the full freedom of debate and
dissent which we continue to enjoy as
Americans. No future generation should be
allowed to forget the contributions of this
man who became our first president, and of
whom it was said: He was “first in peace,
first in war, and first in the hearts of his
countrymen.”
