1. This tournament is open to all bowlers who have not reached their 18th birthday on or before August 1, 2024 and they bowl in 

a USBC certified league through the Greater Pueblo USBC. 
 

2. Bowlers will use 2023-2024 Greater Pueblo USBC certified league average.  If no certified league average is available, the 
average as of December 7, 2024 (12 games minimum) will be used.  If neither of these averages is available, the bowler must 
bowl scratch.  A 10-pin rule is also in effect, if the bowler's average as of December 7, 2024 is 10 pins higher than the book 
average, the current average will be utilized.  Handicap will be based on 90% of 200 for all bowlers. 

 
3. The scholarship ratio will be at least 1 scholarship for every 5 entries in doubles, singles and handicap all – events. 

 
4. There will be three events in this tournament.  Doubles, Singles, and All Events. Entrants bowling doubles must bowl singles. 

Bowlers can bowl doubles up to 4 times as long as their doubles partners change.  If they are bowling more than one doubles, 
they must indicate which squad they are to bowl singles. Doubles will be bowled first with no practice shots allowed between 
events.  Rule 322b USBC rule book: An absentee score must be accepted in a pre-paid doubles tournament if an individual does 
not show.  Only one absentee score per doubles may be used.  The absentee score will be 10 pins under the average of the 
absentee bowler plus their handicap.   

 
5. Doubles may be comprised of any combination of averages or gender. 

 
6. A bowler’s first doubles event will be used to compute all-events.  

 
7. Competition in this tournament will be classified according to averages.

8. Bowlers are required to be at the center one-half hour before they are scheduled to bowl.  BOWLERS WILL BE REQUIRED TO 

SHOW THEIR USBC MEMBERSHIP CARDS AT TIME OF CHECK IN.  Each bowler will be allowed 10 minutes practice time.  Late 
bowlers will be given three frames of grace to arrive, but will receive zero score in each frame.  After three frames of bowling a 
qualified sub will be allowed to take the absent bowlers place and will not be allowed to make up the three frames.  Late bowlers 
will not be allowed practice balls. 

 
9. DRESS CODE – All bowlers must wear suitable attire. Shirts or blouses with collars and sleeves.  Sponsor T-shirts are 

acceptable.  Bowlers must wear FULL LENGTH SLACKS OR JEANS.  (No ragged, torn, holey, or sagging jeans).  No headwear of 
any kind can be worn.  Rule 301b – prohibits youth bowlers from wearing apparel or using bowling equipment depicting 
alcohol, tobacco, gambling, illegal substances or inappropriate language/gestures during tournament competition.  NO 
ELECTRONIC DEVICES ALLOWED DURING COMPETITION.  THE DRESS CODE WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED. 

 
10. During tournament play, bowlers will remain in the bowling area.  Only tournament officials and bowling center employees will 

be allowed in the bowler's seating area.  Only one warning will be given for infraction of this rule.  After that, the youth bowler 
involved will be disqualified.  NO COACHING ALLOWED DURING THE TOURNAMENT IN BOWLER'S SEATING AREA.
