World Pin Ceremony

Pass out the “8” question cards and the “12” felt pieces to the girls.  After each question is read (except for #1) in order, the corresponding numbered felt pieces should be put on the felt board.

The group should be in the horseshoe formation.

Girls = Questions, Leader/Parent = Answers

Q-1.
What is the world pin?

A-1.
It is the pin of the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts. We are going to put together a sample pin today.  As we do, think about each of the reasons for the colors and design

Q-2.
Why is the World Pin blue?

A-2.
The blue background is for the sky that is above us all.

Q-3.
Why do we have a trefoil in the World pin?

A-3.
The trefoil is the sign of Girl Scouting and Girl Guiding all over the world. 

Q-4.
What does the star on the left stand for?

A-4.
The left side is the same side as our heart.  This start stands for the Promise that all Girl Guides and Girl Scouts give.

Q-5.
What does the star on the right stand for?

A-5.
The yellow star on the right represents the laws that guide us all.

Q-6.
What does the pointer mean on our World pin?

A-6.
The compass needle is the center, guarded by the two stars. It represents a guide pointing to the right course in life.

Q-7.
What does the base of the trefoil mean?

A-7.
The flame below represents love for people, which always burns brightly.

Q-8.
What does the gold circle stand for?

A-8.
This gold band surrounding our pin symbolizes the sun that shines on children all over the world.

Leader/Parent:   Please form a circle (“hands around the world”) holding hands.

Leader/Parent:  Pair girls off while still in circle.  Have partner on left step in front of partner and turnaround and face them.  (End up with a circle within a circle holding hands.)

Leader/Parent:  Read Poem   

We join our hands around the world and pledge ourselves silently to friendship and understanding.

Leader/parent:  
New girls get pins.  Their partner can pin them on.  

Leader/Parent:  
Help the girls put their pins on their tabs above GS Pin.
