            July 8, 2020



The regular meeting of the Arlington City Council was held on July 8, 2020 in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building via telephone conference.  Present by phone were Councilors: Leslie Walborn, Denise Ball, Robert Christensen, Marshall Swope, Susan Jones, Kelly Margheim, Mayor Jeffery Bufton, Attorney Ruben Cleaveland, Public Works Superintendent Bill Rosenbalm and Recorder Pam Rosenbalm.  Guests include: Peter Mitchell, Deputy Tory Flory and Brad Baird.  Mayor Bufton called the meeting to order at 6:33 p.m.  
Pledge of Allegiance Recited           
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Sergeant Flory reported the first case of Covid 19 has been reported in Gilliam County.  The question was asked if this person is quarantined at home, Sergeant Flory stated yes they are at home.       
COMMUNITY CHAMBER OF COMMERCE UPDATE: Jodie Gentry had turned in a report from the Chamber stating; the fishing derby was a success with 77 registered fishermen, Gilliam County Transportation Dept donated a pontoon boat for the adult 1st place prize, Kelly Margheim and her husband will be doing the maintenance at the Veterans Memorial, the billboards on the freeway will be updated for the last time soon, and the car show will look a bit different this year. 
BRAD BAIRD-ANDERSON PERRY & ASSOCIATES:  Brad reported; they are close to agreement on quantities with Crestline Construction, he also stated this project will stay on budget.  Brad said he has been in contact with Tim Wetherell, who stated the Cemetery Board would like to install sidewalks on Main Street across from the Cemetery, at their expense.   The Contractor is ready to come back and wrap up this project, at that time they will do a walk around the whole project.  Councilor Margheim requested Brad inform her of the date for the walk around.  Brad reminded the Council of the Water Master Plan Work Sessions, and then he discussed several water improvements and their costs.  Brad will draw up a draft on the Water System Master Plan for the Council to review.  Brad will try to have this completed in time for the September Council Meeting.  
CONSENT AGENDA:  The consent agenda consisted of the following items: a. Approval of minutes-June 3, 2020. b. Approval of bills as listed. Councilor Ball motioned to approve the consent agenda.  Motion passed unanimously after a second by Councilor Walborn.   
COUNCIL ACTIONS-APPROVE OR DENY:
Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with ODOT: Attorney Cleaveland stated this is a pretty standard agreement, which allows ODOT to come in and make some improvements.  Councilor Christensen motioned to sign the IGA with ODOT.  Motion passed unanimously after a second from Councilor Ball.     
Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with County/Library:  Attorney Cleaveland stated the City and County have been working on this for awhile now.  There was a discussion on some of the wording in the IGA.  The Council agreed the City can turn over the money given by the County to the Library Board, and stipulate what the funds are used for.  Also each month the Library will be required to turn in a financial report.  Attorney Cleaveland will draw up an agreement letter for the Library.  Councilor Ball motioned to approve the Mayor sign IGA with additions that the city will approve the use of funds in writing to the library board.  Motion passed unanimously after a second by Councilor Walborn.
Arlington Artisan’s Market Request: There was a request to hold an Artisan’s Market in Arlington.  It was consensus of the Council to approve the Arlington Artisan Market on July 25, 2020.  
AMERICAN CRUISE LINE DOCKING:   Peter Mitchell stated American Cruise Lines has the requirements for docking.     However, during the Covid 19, the State is concerned, and at this time they are not approving any docking in Oregon.  The Council reviewed a letter stating the Port and City would welcome the American Cruise Lines to dock in Arlington as long as the Oregon Health Authority and Governor approve.  Councilor Ball suggested the Port and City notify the public such as on their web-sites the date of docking.  Councilor Christenson motioned to sign letter.  Motion passed unanimously after a second by Councilor Swope.        
ARLINGTON T.V.CO-OP:  Peter Mitchell stated the T.V. Co-op has installed wi-fi internet in the trailer parks, which helps the school kids who have been at home.  
CHAMBER OF COMMERCE REQUEST:  There was a discussion on the benefits of joining the Arlington Chamber and also the Condon Chamber of Commerce.  It was consensus of the Council for the City of Arlington to become a member of both the City of Arlington and Condon Chamber of Commerce.  
COUNCILORS REPORT: 

· Councilor Margheim stated she is trying to work with Murrays Pharmacy to locate in Arlington, stating the next step would be to go before the County Court, who is now in charge of Economic Development.             
· Councilor Jones had no report to give.    
· Councilor Swope complimented Public Works Superintendent Bill Rosenbalm on how the airport looks with all the mowing he has done.    
· Councilor Christensen reported there have been a few fires; 1 car, and 2 lightning fires.  There have been several wrecks on the freeway, where the fire department has had to help.       
· Councilor Ball stated she is very happy that city is moving forward with the Water Master Plan.           
· Councilor Walborn stated she was glad to hear Councilor Margheim and her husband will be working down at the Memorial.  Councilor Walborn stated she and her husband Dave have also gone down there earlier and worked, along with the summer youth.  The golf course is getting used a lot; the park bathrooms will hopefully be getting painted soon.        
· Public Works Superintendent Bill Rosenbalm had no report to give.
