A Special Meeting of the Town of White Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Jon Skelton on Thursday, December 2, 2021 at 4:30 P.M. at the City/Town Government Center:

1.  The public hearing was opened by Chairman Skelton pursuant to Minnesota Statute 368.01 Subd. 25.  All procedures were followed and completed including visual inspection by both Anttila and Skelton.  The Public Hearing Notice was posted, published in the Mesabi Tribune, and hand delivered along with a copy of the petition and the certificate of land survey to all owners and occupants of the tracts of land through which the road passes.  Skelton asked for public comment and there were none.  Anttila had no questions to ask.  Skelton asked Dickinson if when delivering the petition if any of the neighbors had any problems or questions with the road vacation.  Dickinson responded it doesn’t appear that any neighbors are in disagreement.  Skelton informed Dickinson a permanent perpetual easement will be necessary for the Township to access utilities.  Skelton informed Dickinson the Dickinson’s will need to work with Attorney Michael Kearney to prepare a permanent perpetual road easement for the Township at their own expense and the road vacation is contingent upon this being completed.  The Road Resolution 2021-019 was reviewed and passed:
WHEREAS, the Town Board of White Township, St. Louis County, Minnesota received a petition calling for the vacation of a portion of the following described road right-of-way pursuant to Minnesota Statute §164.07:

That part of Lake Court in Block 1 of the Official Plat of Scenic Acres as on file and recorded in the Office of the County Recorder, in and for the County of St. Louis, State of Minnesota in Section 12, Township 58 North, Range 16 West of the Fourth Principal Meridian, described as follows:  Commencing at the southwest corner of Lot 9, of said Block 1 of Scenic Acres, thence North 70 degrees 23 minutes 59 seconds East, assumed bearing, along the north line of said Lake Court 9.80 feet, to the point of beginning; thence North 68 degrees 16 minutes 12 seconds East 47.59 feet; thence North 58 degrees 59 minutes 45 seconds East 77.20 feet to the southeast corner of said Lot 9; thence along a nontangent curve concaved to the south-southeast having a radius of 75.00 feet, a delta angle of 112 degrees 04 minutes 08 seconds, a length of 146.70 feet, and a chord bearing of South 62 degrees 31 minutes 54 seconds West, along the south line of said Lot 9, to the point of beginning.  Subject to aments, restrictions, or reservations of record.  
WHEREAS, said petition was signed by not less than eight voters of the town who own real estate, or occupy real estate under the homestead or preemption laws or under contract with the state, within three miles of the road;

WHEREAS, the town board conducted a public hearing on the petition on the 2nd day of December, 2021 after personal and posted notice provided by the petitioners pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 164.07, subd. 2, and published notice provided by the town board;

WHEREAS, the petitioners presented the town board with affidavits at the hearing as proof the required notice was given;

WHEREAS, the town board examined the road, heard the interested parties, and considered the matter;

WHEREAS, the Town of White Board of Supervisors has determined that the vacation is consistent with the public interest;

WHEREAS, the Town Board has examined the ditches lateral to the road and determined said ditches are not essential for surface drainage of adjacent lands or highways in support of the general health and welfare of the public;

WHEREAS, the Owners listed in Appendix A have released in writing all claims for damages from such vacation;

WHEREAS, the Owners Listed in Appendix B have reached an agreement with the town board ascertaining their damages for the partial vacation of the roadways;

WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined damages sustained and benefits conferred by said partial vacation in amounts and for the Owners listed in Appendix C, who did not release their claim for damages and did not ascertain the amount of damages by agreement with the town board; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Town of White Board of Supervisors, St. Louis County, Minnesota hereby vacates that portion of the Lake Court road right-of-way legally described as:

That part of Lake Court in Block 1 of the Official Plat of Scenic Acres as on file and recorded in the Office of the County Recorder, in and for the County of St. Louis, State of Minnesota in Section 12, Township 58 North, Range 16 West of the Fourth Principal Meridian, described as follows:  Commencing at the southwest corner of Lot 9, of said Block 1 of Scenic Acres, thence North 70 degrees 23 minutes 59 seconds East, assumed bearing, along the north line of said Lake Court 9.80 feet, to the point of beginning; thence North 68 degrees 16 minutes 12 seconds East 47.59 feet; thence North 58 degrees 59 minutes 45 seconds East 77.20 feet to the southeast corner of said Lot 9; thence along a nontangent curve concaved to the south-southeast having a radius of 75.00 feet, a delta angle of 112 degrees 04 minutes 08 seconds, a length of 146.70 feet, and a chord bearing of South 62 degrees 31 minutes 54 seconds West, along the south line of said Lot 9, to the point of beginning.  Subject to aments, restrictions, or reservations of record.  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the town board chair and town clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute and record a town road order vacating a portion of said town roadways and to record the same with the county recorder of St. Louis County;

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, the town clerk is authorized and directed to provide a copy of this resolution to each of the affected owners listed above.

IT WAS MOVED BY SKELTON, SUPPORTED BY ANTTILA APPROVING RESOLUTION 2021-019 AND DIRECTING KEARNEY TO MAKE LEGAL CONTINGENT UPON COMPLETION AND APPROVAL OF A PERPETUAL ROAD EASEMENT FOR THE TOWNSHIP PAID FOR BY THE DICKINSONS AT THEIR OWN EXPENSE AND TO BE RECORDED AND FILED WITH THE ROAD VACATION AT ST. LOUIS COUNTY.  MOTION CARRIED
