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themselves_ hy shouting insults back and forth. One day a Yankee picket, observing

that the Confederate pickets were extremely ragged, called across and asked if the

Rebels didn't have any decent clothes, The Johnny Reb thought it over for a moment

and then replied: "We'uns don't wear our good clothes to butcher hawgsi"
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When the Civil War commenced there were those who argued that construction on
the unfinished Capitel dome should be suspended, But President Lincoln approved
the continuation of the construction "as a sign we intend the Union shall go on,"
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The 8th Wisconsin has a most unusual mascot = a live eagle named 0ld Abe. He
was brought to war by a soldier who had gotten him in a trade with an Indian for
five bushels of corn. During a battle 0ld Abe would soar aloft until the shooting
stopped and then return, He sustained at least one wound but survived to live 15
years in the Wisconsin State House. He was then given into the hands of a taxi-
dermist and, the last we heard, now resides in the Wisconsin State Museum,
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On both sides of the slavery issue were the loud-mouths who were filled with
more hot air than sense, and whose rantings merely served to pour oill on already
troubled waters. Typical were New England abolitionist William Lloyd Garrison and
Georgia Senator Robert Toombs. Garrison denounced slavery as a sin (which it was),
but then gave a blanket denunciation of all Southerners as "the worst kind of sin-
ners,". Toombs boasted publicly of how the South would extend slavery throughout
the country and that one day soon "I will auction off slaves on the Boston Commons,"
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In light of foreign relations today, the great surprise during the Civil War
was that while England and France periodically thumbed their noses at the Federal
Government and toyed with the idea of recognizing the Confederacy, Russia came out
firmly in support of the U.,S, Government. In the fall of 1863, two Russian fleets
entered American waters - one in the Atlantic and one in the Pacifiec, They put intc
New York and San Francisco Harbors and spent the winter there, Some professed to
see this as a warning to England and France that if they made war in support of the
South, Russia would help the North, But no such altruism existed, At that time,
Russia was in some dangser of getting into war with England and Francs for reasons
not connected with the American Civil War, In order to avoid having his fleets
ice-bound in Russian ports, the Czar simply had them winter in American harbors so
that if war came they would be in a position to raid British and Frence commerce.
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Some 5000 Canadians served in the Union Army, Henri Cesaire Saint-Plerre, in
1900, wrote: "We fought for the Union and democracy so that in this land of America
it might be acknowledged and believed that there is more nobility in honest work
than there is in the titles and trappings of a nobleman who thinks that he will only
lower himself if he does any work at all," Considering how badly some recruiting
officers and company clerks mangled the spelling of much simpler names, one wonders
what they did to a name like Henri Cesaire Saint-Pierre on the roster,
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It is not generally known that Gen, Grant's l2-year-old son Fred was with him
during part of the Vicksburg campaign, Forty-four years later, in 1907, on the
occasion of the reunion of the old Army of the Tennessee in Vicksburg, Maj. Gen.
Frederick Grant of the U.S. Army was one of the principal speakers,
