COOPERATIVE BREEDING BIRD SURVEY OF NOKTH AMERICA

Geth and Ed White have agreed to run a route, 901 Cornudas, Texas beginning on Farm
“oad 1111 just off the Carlsbad Highway, a largely uninhabited high desert area running ultimately
Lo Sierra Blanca.

This is a study of migratory non-game birds conducted by the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and
Vitldlife. Its purpose is to obtain, by random sampling, an index of abundance of breeding birde.
This survey provides information on distribution and relative sbundance of North American birde
2nd specifically measures changes in abundance that result from such factors as changes in lard
use and widespread applications of pesticides.

The sampling technique is this: each one-degree block of latitude and longitude (about
55 miles wide, east to west, by 70 miles long) is sampled by one or more random iransects or
routes." Starting points and compass directions have been determined at random in each state
or province. Each route is covered once each summer by beginning exactly one-half hour bsfore
sinrise; make 50 stops one-half mile apart and count all birds heard at each stop or seen
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\1thln 1/4 mile durlng a 3 minute watching and llstenlng period. ‘One observer must do all the
observing on-a given route, but he may have an assistant to help with recordlng or driving.
Unless driving conditions are very poor, most routes should be completed in 4 to 43 hours.

A species data sheet must be filled out and each bird counted. All material 1s returned to
r1urel Mﬂryland to become a part of the total statistical record.
