I. Samuel Gompers
· craft unionism: included skilled workers from one or more trades in one union

· advocate of 

· shorter hours

· higher wages

· safe and sanitary working conditions

· collective bargaining with employers

· American Federation of Labor 

· focused on collective bargaining

· used strikes 

· they received higher wages and shorter workweeks

II. Clayton Anti-Trust Act
· Sherman Anti-Trust Act (1890) 

· prohibited monopolies and protects against unfair business practices

· Clayton Anti-Trust Act (1914) 

· Prohibited monopolies and protects free market 

· Prohibits anything that may lessen competition 

· it legalized peaceful strikes, picketing, and boycotts

· recognized labor unions as legal

· Co-founder of Hull-House social settlement

· Social services for poor immigrants

· legislative protection for women and children

· women's suffrage

· a juvenile court system

· labor laws
