· Denver Veterans Day: The HWM’s first appearance at the Denver Veterans Day Parade and celebration went well. Our position was across Broadway from the Veterans Memorial at the State Capitol. The Civic Center Park was filled with other Veteran friendly vendors. The parade included ROTC, historic military units, bands and mounted units. Tracy Nazarenus along with Crusade Valor members joined us after the parade. Visitors numbered 200-250. Waiting lines of 5-10 lasted for about hour and a half. The event organizers from Denver thought the turnout was low.

· Dale reviewed the monthly VPHA Presidents teleconference. There is a new Indianapolis Chapter. Associate Memberships were discussed and most chapters allow.
